Baseball/Softball Meeting #171

January 12, 2009

Meeting was called to order at 7:02 P.M.

The minutes of December 15, 2008 were approved as submitted.

Old Business – Gary Metzger reported that the Strohms had appealed the District Magistrates decision concerning the $4,300 award in our favor concerning the Refreshment Stand.  He said that he had met with our attorney last Friday and the attorney had filed on our behalf to have the appeal heard by an arbitration panel consisting of three attorneys.  He said that the Strohms now have 20 days to appeal or contest our action.

Treasurers Report – Jim Mitchell was not present.  Gary said that there had been very little activity in our accounts and that Jim would update the membership at the next meeting.

Volunteers for Sign-Ups – Gary Metzger asked for volunteers for the sign-ups of January 17, 24 and February 7, 2009.  He stated that a minimum of 5 people would be necessary to run the sign-ups.  He asked that available parties approach him after the meeting.

Committee Discussion – An appeal was made to the members in attendance to try and help find volunteers for the Field Maintenance, Billboard and Refreshment Committees.  Gary Metzger said that he understood that many of the people in attendance were already donating a lot of time as coaches and that he’d like to see other people getting involved on those committees.  He said that Ron Kline will be contacting Jim Mitchell and will prepare a blast email to last year’s parents.

Some discussion was held concerning who the Field Maintenance Chairman would be dealing with since it wasn’t know if the Township currently has a road foreman.  Gary stated that we will be holding a Field Maintenance Day this year on April 4 from 9 a.m. to Noon and that several projects needed to be completed at that time.  Most notably the field boxes need to be sanded and painted.

He also stated that we were looking onto the possibility of hiring someone to oversee the Refreshment Stand this year.  This would either be accomplished through the Township or the individual could be hired as an independent contractor.  The Board of Directors will make that decision.

Background Check Coordinator – Diana Wallbillich will be the Background Check Coordinator this year.

Upper Level Boys Report – None.

Eastern Lehigh Valley League Report – Kevin Rhodes reported that he and Dan Welker had attended the league’s organization meeting on January 4, 2009.  He also reported that he had picked up a flyer for a pitching clinic that is being held at Freedom High School and would be contacting all of the coaches from last season’s Coach Pitch teams.

New Business – Ron Kline said that he had spoken with Carl Smith concerning the infield on Field #1.  He’ll give us a proposal to take to the Township.  Ron said that Carl felt that the best time to do the work would be in September.

Rick Buss reported that we will be meeting with CIT on Wednesday at 3:30 at the fields to review what needs to be done for the construction of structures on Field #6.

Jeff Pitts reported that the Baseball Academy Clinic has been cancelled.

Ron spoke with Mike Hercik about the possibility of running a coaching clinic.

Tom Manos asked if the 8 year old boys who do not qualify for the Minor league would have to evaluate a second time for Coach Pitch.  Gary Metzger replied that that wouldn’t be necessary and that the scores from the first evaluation would be used for the draft.

Gary Metzger noted that he has attended all 171 meetings that have been held by our organization and that this meeting would qualify as the fastest meeting ever held.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:27 p.m..
