RESOLVING COMPLAINTS AND CONCERNS

1. ALL issues are to be addressed with your child’s coach.  Coaches ARE NOT to be angrily accosted at any time.  The coach should be approached privately after a game or practice in a civil manner.  The discussion should be factual and productive and not emotional in nature.  If resoulution can’t be achieved you should:

2.   Contact the DIRECTOR of your child’s level and request a conference with the coach and director to resolve          

           the issue.  If resolution can’t be achieved you should:

3. Contact the COMMISSIONER and request a conference with the director and coach. DO NOT contact the Commissioner until the above steps have been taken.

4. ALL OTHER ISSUES ARE TO BE ADDRESSED WITH THE COMMISSIONER!
NOTE: The organization has trouble keeping good coaches because of the constant bombardment of parental 


 phone calls concerning playing time, position in the batting order, position in the field etc..

PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITIES/CODE OF CONDUCT

1. Please pick-up your child NO LATER than the completion of a practice or game.  The

                   COACHES ARE NOT BABYSITTERS.


2.   Children are expected to attend all games and practices.  It is important that your

                   child attend all practices in order to improve his/her skills.  PLAYING TIME WILL NOT BE 


      GUARANTEED IF PRACTICES ARE NOT ATTENDED ON A REGULAR BASIS.

3.   SPECIAL REQUESTS for TEAM PLACEMENT CANNOT BE HONORED after the 

      instructional level.  Brothers or sisters playing at the same level will be placed on the same team

      unless otherwise requested.  Exceptions to this policy would be a family vacation before the end of

      the season, a history of poor attendance on a regular basis or having quit the preceeding season.

      Since we operate with small rosters the absence of two players from the same team could cause

      a hardship for that team.

4.   If your child STARTS THE SEASON please see to it that he/she FINISHES THE SEASON!

If your child should change his/her mind about playing please NOTIFY THE COMMISSIONER BEFORE THE TEAMS ARE CHOSEN!  Since we operate with smaller rosters in order to create as much playing time as possible, quitting could cause a hardship for the eleven other children on your child’s team.  NOTE: No refunds of sign-up fees will be given after the teams are chosen.
       5.    Uniforms are to be cleaned and returned to your child’s coach within two weeks of the end of the 

                    season.  It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to return the uniform, NOT THE COACH’S RE-

                    SPONSIBILTY TO PICK IT UP!

6. A copy of the code of conduct will be handed out at sign-ups.  The organization has the backing of both the township and police department to remove and ban any individual from the park during LNRA baseball/softball events if their behavior is not in line with the code of conduct.  
PARK RULES

1. No vehicles may be driven in the park weekdays between the hours of 5 P.M. and 15 minutes

                    after completion of the last game of the evening.

2. No vehicles may be driven in the park on weekend days between the hours of 8:30 A.M. and 15

                    minutes after completion of the last game of the day.

3.   The GATE at the entrance to the park MUST BE CLOSED AT ALL TIMES!!!!

4.   DOGS, SCOOTERS, SKATEBOARDS and BICYCLES are NOT PERMITTED in the park. Failure  

to adhere to this rule WILL RESULT in suspensions to the violators.  One warning will be given.

5.    Vandalism and destruction or misuse of park or association property will not be tolerated.

                    Violators will be expelled from the organization.

UPPER LEVEL BOYS EVALUATIONS

Will be notified by coaches when and where evaluations will be held

SAFETY EQUIPMENT

BATTING VESTS and BATTING HELMETS with PROTECTIVE CAGES will be available for your child’s use on a voluntary basis at both the Minor and Major league levels.

AMBULANCE SERVICE & MEDICAL TREATMENT

If you have an HMO HEALTH CARE PLAN be aware that your insurance plan MAY NOT PAY for AMBULANCE SERVICE in the event that it is not pre-approved by your PCP (Primary Care Physician).  If you wish to have your child examined as a precautionary measure YOU MUST get approval from your PCP, if not the ambulance fee WILL BE YOUR RESPONSIBILITY.  Our secondary insurer does not cover this expense unless the required procedures are followed.  An extensively stocked FIRST AID KIT is available in the shed and refreshment stand.

TEE BALL & COACH-PITCH

The Coach-Pitch and Tee Ball teams will be chosen the last week of March.  All parents will be notified of their child’s team assignment within 3 days of their draft.

MEETING SCHEDULE & PARTICIPATION

All parents are encouraged to attend the association’s regularly scheduled meetings. If you have a question about any of the association’s policies and activities please come to any meeting and participate!!!!  All meetings are tentatively scheduled on the following dates at 7:00pm:

PLACEMENT OF PLAYERS

The organization reserves the right to place children at their demonstrated skill level regardless of age.  The overall welfare of the program will be given first consideration when placing children.

WORK/UNIFORM BOND

One shift in the refreshment stand or other assigned association activity will be required for each child participating in the program unless you opt to buyout.  This shift may be worked by a parent or a substitute who is 18 years of age or older.  A $100 work/uniform bond will be required per family at sign-ups and will be returned after completion of your refreshment stand obligation and return of your child’s uniform if you supply a self-addressed stamped envelope to Jim Mitchell, Treasurer.  Otherwise the check will be destroyed.  

At the Upper Level Boys the $100 bond will be forfeited for poor attendance or if the child quits during the season.

PARKING POLICY

PARKING BEHIND MUNICIPAL BUILDING:

Parking WILL NOT be permitting township meeting nights or on primary election day.  A flip sign or sawhorse will be located at the top of the entrance to the building parking lot.  These signs will indicate if parking is allowed on a given evening. DO NOT park in the reserved parking spaces.

Failure to obey these signs may result in your car being ticketed or towed at your expense.

OVERFLOW PARKING will be provided on nights when the municipal parking lot is full.  This parking area will be indicated by signs located at the northern end of the lot.  The grass area north of the parking lot and the basketball courts will be designated for additional parking.

Other Activities

Our children are very busy with many activities these days.  In many cases there are conflictions that put a child in a position to choose between sports.  This has become an increasing concern in trying to conduct our activities and live up to our scheduling responsibilities in the various leagues in which we participate.  THESE LEAGUES ARE NO LONGER PERMITTING RE-SCHEDULING OF GAMES FOR THESE REASONS!!!  WE MUST PAY A FEE FOR THE UMPIRES SINCE MOST OF OUR GAMES ARE NOW OFFICIATED UNDER CONTRACT BY AN OUTSIDE UMPIRING ASSOCIATION.

It is imperative that baseball/softball games be given first priority! The umpiring fees run $38.00 to $100.00 per game depending upon the age level involved.  If the game isn’t played the fee must still be paid!  Many of the leagues now have forfeit fees as well.  These fees run as high as $50.00 per game on top of the required umpire payments.  Canceling or forfeiting a game is a tremendous waste of resources for the organization.  Also, given the tremendous usage of our fields, there isn’t time available to re-schedule a game in many instances.


One last consideration is the fact that it’s JUST NOT FAIR to your child’s teammates who show up for the games and practices to have to forfeit or lose a game BECAUSE OF A PARTTIME COMMITMENT!!!  For this reason it’s important that your child attends all scheduled games and practices.
