 2009 TEE BALL RULES 

5 YR OLD BOYS AND 5 & 6 YR OLD GIRLS

1. For all games played at the Dryland UCC Church, the coach is responsible for keeping the children away from the surrounding neighbor’s yards and property.  Please stress to your parents that the player’s siblings should not trespass on the neighbor’s property.

2. Weekday game time is 6:00 P.M. 

3. a 9” Incrediball will be used for play

4. Length of bases shall be 50 feet

5. The length of the game should be 4 innings or 1 hour 30 minutes(the inning will be completed prior to ending the game)

6. The maximum number of players should be 9 (4 outfielders and 5 infielders – no catcher is used in Tee ball)

7. A player cannot play the same position twice in a game

8. Batters and runners must wear protective helmets at all times

9. A running batter order that includes all players is to be used.  A player arriving late shall be added to the end of the batting order for that game. (The batting order must be rotated last to first every game or in some other fair manner)

10. If 3 outs are made before batting through the order once, the inning shall end when the third out is made.  The next inning will start where the batting order left off from the preceding inning.  Otherwise the inning ends when the team has batted around.

11. Visiting teams bat first.  Visitors are listed first on the schedule

12. Batters who throw the bat after hitting the ball should be instructed as to the proper handling of the equipment.  If the batter continues to throw the bat he/she should be called out.

13. When the last batter is reached in an inning, the fielding team must remain in their position until all runners reach home plate or an out is made.

14. A runner must leave the base when called out

15. Play is stopped when the ball is in secure possession of an infielder and no advancement is taking place, or when an out is made.  Any runner that is not halfway to the next base shall be returned to the preceding base.

16. There is no stealing.  All runners must remain on the base until the ball is hit.

17. There are no plays at home plate.

18. There are no advancements on overthrows.

19. Outfielders should not cover a base at any time for the purpose of making an out.

20. Teach the outfielders to throw the ball to the cutoff man or to second base.  Outs are not made by an outfielder throwing the ball to first.

21. Outs to a base should be made by a throw, not by running to a base, unless the infielder’s proximity to the base warrants it.

22. Home team supplies the balls and tee

23. On defense coaches should be positioned outside of the infield for instruction purposes

24. We will begin to introduce pitching to the kids midway through the season. The mound shall be set at 30”.  Pitchers should stand on the mound to the left or right of the coach pitching.

25. A 5 pitch limit will be observed after which time the batter will hit off of a tee.

26. A coach should be positioned behind the batter for the purpose of getting the ball back to the pitching coach

27. Coaches will pitch to his own team

28. NO SCORE WILL BE KEPT FOR ANY GAME.  THERE WILL BE NO WINNERS OR LOSERS!
