After discussing and debating, we came to the conclusion that William Shakespeare wrote ‘Shakespeare’ because none of the other contenders have enough information and reason to support why they could be associated with the works of Shakespeare himself.   

Many people have taken part in the Shakespearean Authorship question, only to find themselves’ still questioning who really wrote Shakespeare.  Through the many contenders such as Sir Francis Bacon, William Stanley, and Marlowe to name a few, there is not enough logical information to conclude it was them.  Sir Francis Bacon had a great education and they believed that one of Shakespeare’s books was based on Bacons legal acquaintances but that doesn’t provide enough information as to why he could be a possible contender.   The Marlowe spy theory doesn’t provide enough information to know his actual death date, so why would he be a possible contender of the Shakespeare authorship question.   The computer has made the Shakespearean Authorship problem knowable to many people and some websites even offer scholarships.  The overall information we have found concludes that all other contenders have illogic evidence and the only logic evidence points to Shakespeare writing Shakespeare.  
We do not think its Marlowe that wrote Shakespeare because he has a good education, but that doesn’t mean that he wrote Shakespeare, someone with less education could have written Shakespeare too. The readers use division when thinking it might be Marlowe that wrote Shakespeare in the Shakespearean authorship. Shakespeare might not have had a good education, but he did many things that would lead him to be a great play writer. People might say that the similarities in Marlowe’s writing and Shakespeare’s are almost exactly the same, but that doesn’t mean are written by one person. Shakespeare might have looked at Marlowe’s writing to get ideas from it. 

Edward De Vere is another questionable contender for the authorship of who takes credit for the works of ‘Shakespeare’. Ignorantio Elenchi is a fallacy in which an argument is used to prove something, but in the end, proves another. This fallacy is used to explain that all writers/authors’ have had more schooling and experience, but that does not mean Shakespeare was not smart; He could have learned more by watching others rather than obtaining knowledge from schooling. For example, he personally knew Sir Francis Bacon, who was part of a higher class. For this very reason, Shakespeare could learn about and incorporate the speech of the higher status into his plays by spending time around these people.
Shakespeare writing Shakespeare is the most logical reason, after investigating all of the other possible contenders.   One example of evidence we found was that Shakespeare’s signature and the signature that was found on the books and playwrights were the same.  Another piece of evidence we found was that Shakespeare was educated in literature and the classics as a child which shows were he got his writing abilities from.  Although the fallacies we are using such as Argumentum ad Ignorantium are trying to provide evidence from something that isn’t necessarily true we have found enough evidence that point to the conclusion of Shakespeare writing Shakespeare. 
Within the fallacies Argumentum ad Ignorantium, Division and Ignorantio Elenchi, we have found enough information to conclude the real William Shakespeare of Stratford – upon – Avon can be accredited for his works. 
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
