Find information on the Internet that discusses prison camps during WWI.  Describe the conditions of the camps.  Use freighting, telescoping, and splitting the second strategies so that you "show," not "tell." (My homage to Mrs. Don't Eat-the-paste of your 5th grade experience.)

The camps were held for people who disobeyed laws, were of a specific ethnic background, were discriminated against, or held guilty for causes of war. Most Germans were in charge of these camps during World War I. Armed Forces, the men that could possibly be the enemy, and a certain minority, stripped from their houses or homeland was both prisoners of war dealing with the harsh conditions of the camp and the brutality that was enforced by the owners. Starvation was a common issue in the camps because there was not enough food to supply for everyone. Many of the prisoners died or never saw each other after the war.
