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1st Quote pg 751:


“Our good Creon is coming here to announce it publicly; and the penalty- stoning to death in the public square!”

2nd Quote pg 752:


“It is the dead. Not the living, who make the longest demands; We die for ever…” 

This quote makes me think of someone with an important part in a movie telling someone else to be a strong warrior, whether through real battle or everyday life.


The quote reveals that Antigone is trying to prove her point and make other sympathize for her in the act of burying her brother. The author is using the dead to be compared to the living. A theme is being produced with these words of standing for what you believe in and following through.

3rd Quote pg 761:


“A mother bird come back to a stripped nest, heard her crying bitterly a broken note or two for the young ones stolen.”


This reminds me of nurses being there for their patients and working hard to heal them.


The quote suggests that Antigone is so caring about her brother that she risks her life to do anything for him, even if it means stoning to death and going against what others believe. The plot is therefore softening the hearts of the audience. The author also uses “mother bird” as a metaphor and a symbol for caring and nurturing. A theme is developed through this quotation.
