1st quote pg 774:


“The City would deny it, to a man.”

This quotation brings me back to the time when Hitler accused the Jews for everything that was going wrong because he felt they were going against everything he was saying. In the story about Antigone, it would be against women.

3rd quote pg 777:


“You laugh at me. Ah friends, friends, can you not wait until I am dead?”

This quotation reminds me of a person being criticized for being who they are. For example, someone whose background is Indian and they are made fun of for their culture and beliefs.


It shows that no one really cares about what happens to Antigone and that she is on her own. The author uses this terse line in the play to mark symbolism. Antigone represents and stray animal in the wild, Creon is like the hunter, and Antigone’s family is like the hunter’s crew because they seem to be on Creon’s side. It helps to develop the powerful theme of happiness coming with wisdom.

Now people tend to care a lot more about what is happening within themselves that they don’t take the time to feel for others. This is just how the people around Antigone were; They did not look at her viewpoint of the situation. Therefore, they are like static characters.
Ex: “Then do not pray anymore; the sky is deaf”

This quotation from the Choragus is a reply to Creon’s prayer to die. “The sky is dead” creates personification. Creon did not pay attention to the laws of the gods when he refused to burry Polyneisias, now the gods refuse to listen to him as he suffers through the death of his son and wife. The personification also suggests that the gods have forsaken him, his fate has been sealed.
