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Explain the similarities and differences between "The Sound of Thunder" and "The Toaster Simpson's vignette.

In “The Sound of Thunder” and “The Toaster Simpson’s vignette,” there are similar views such as: they both go back in to the past using a time machine; they both squish an insect; and they both go back to around the same time period. Differences in the short story and the episode include: Homer uses a toaster as a time machine while Eckels uses a more logical time machine; Homer returns many times to the past, while Eckels only visits one time; and Homer can go back to his family however he chooses to, while Eckels gets shot in his time visiting the year of 2055 in which he changed. The similarities and differences of both the short story and T.V. episode make each unique, but they both have the same message: Even the tiniest events can drastically change the future.
