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Rhetorical Devices of Julius Caesar

1. “We will be satisfied; let us be satisfied.”

-This is an example of Antanaclasis because it repeats the word “satisfied” in two different senses.
2. “Those that will hear me speak, let 'em stay here; Those that will follow Cassius, go with him;
And public reasons shall be rendered of Caesar's death.”

-This is an example of Anaphora as the repetition of words is at the beginnings of a sentence.

3. “Who is here so base that would be a bondman?”

-This is an example of a rhetorical question that Brutus provides for the audience to think about

4. “There is tears for his love; joy for his fortune; honour for his valour; and death for his
ambition.”
- This is an example of parallelism because there is similar structure with the phrase “…for his…”

5. “Yea, beg a hair of him for memory, and, dying, mention it within their wills.”
-This is an example of Assonance as the repetition of similar vowel sounds move the sentence along.
