	Class B subnets  = 105.5.311.0
	where the first 2 dotted decimal digits (105.5) determines the subnet while the last two decimal digits (311.0) specify a computer in that subnet

	Class C subnets  = 12.2.17.6
	in which the first 3 fields of the IP address (12.2.17) are specified and the last field can vary, these subnet provide 256 IP addresses.
