CALL TO ORDER:   President Marti Bodley called the meeting to order at 4:46 PM.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Not available

MINUTES: The minutes of August 26, 2003, were passed around.  A motion to accept the minutes as written was made, seconded, and passed.

OLD BUSINESS:   Marti sent an e-mail to membership looking for volunteers who would plan a picnic.  Two responses were received; Marti sent an e-mail to the Executive Board with that information and recommending that there be no picnic; then sent an e-mail to membership stating that there would be no picnic.

Auditor reorganization: when a department head wants to reorganize they have the authority to do that.  However, the Union can bargain the impact.  James Trefry had several conversations with Dick Toft and Bob Braun and found that the County Commissioners do not support any reorganization of the Auditor’s Department.  James also sent a letter to Suzanne Sinclair (Auditor) to inform her of the union’s intention to bargain the impact of any reorganization.  As of today, the plans are shelved and will not happen.  Cherry Sinema’s (retired) job will be posted at the current level.

NEW BUSINESS: Marti will send membership an e-mail concerning the Council 2 straw poll online that is available.  It is an opportunity to make our voice be heard by choosing a 2004 Presidential candidate favorite now.   

We received the 2% increase in our pay checks for the September 1-15 pay period.  Marti has asked James to check into it the timing of our retro pay checks.  He has contacted Dick Toft but was unable to find out any information.  Eileen King (Auditor’s Office) is working with another union as well as new pay scales.
