1.  Approval of Minutes of April 5, 2004.  Moved by Lynne; seconded by Sue.

2.  President’s Report

· Happy Trails:  Congratulations to Monty on his moving to Marlborough. Tim Trivett (from Stoney Creek) will be the new principal at Lochdale.
· Constitution:  Franca has typed the amendments to the Constitution.  Due to programming glitches, it is not possible to send out as an attachment.  Amendments to be posted on the LCSA board for perusal.

· School Planning Council (SPC):  Monty felt that the goal setting process worked much better this year and parent involvement was increased.  Plan has been submitted to the school district.

· Special Report:  Olaf reported for Enza Manfredi on traffic safety signs that she has been researching.  Cost is $235 per sign; only $350 allocated in this year’s Traffic & Safety.  This will be forwarded to the AGM.

· Funding for Community Schools – approximate $20,000 decrease in budget.  This will probably affect Professional Development, Supplies, Equipment and Office Support Secretary Pool Hours.

Any suggestions of community members, particularly seniors that would like to be involved would be greatly appreciated.  145 Requisition to be submitted for garden bed clearing and block wall to be put in.  Suggestion to put out in newsletter and have Grounds Enhancement meeting in June for interested community members.  Dale, Monty and Olaf to meet this Friday to discuss proposed wall structure.
· Summer Programs:  The school will be full with school district Summer Session courses as well.  Rec ‘n’ Read will be offered again for Grade 1 and 2 students needing reading support over the summer.  Sheila Gourlay is the teacher and Amanda Chan, the recreation leader.  The program will run from July 7th – 30th.

· Comshare:  full HRDC funding received for 10 salaries from the federal government.  Chris Phillips (former assistant) will be the Coordinator.  Camp registration evening will be Wednesday, June 9th from 5:30 to 8:00 pm.  Lynne de Champlain and Nancy Erlendsen (from Westridge) have offered to help with registration. · Summer Camp Subsidies:  subsidies for low-income families will be very limited.  Registration will begin in the Community Office on Monday, May 17th on a first come-first served basis.  Income Assistance families are eligible for up to $200 per child.  Registration also done in the Community Office.

· Homework Club:  attendance numbers have decreased drastically since Spring Break.  We will try to start up again in the fall; Dale to pursue volunteers for after school time if possible.

· Playland Tickets:  Playland passes are now on sale in the Community Office for $18.  

· Kool Down @ Kensington:  Thanks to Lori Pettigrew at Parks & Rec for getting great posters done through the City print shop.  Program will run June 25th, July 9th, 23rd, and August 6th.  Parent volunteers warmly welcomed.

· Program Committee:  meeting set with Lori Pettigrew, Parks & Rec programmer, for Monday, May 17th  at 9:00 am to determine arts and recreation programs for Fall 2004.  All parents who are interested and have input are more than welcome to attend.

· ‘Lochdale Link’ newspaper:  deadline for submissions is Wednesday, May 26th.  Dale and Franca will publish one 4-page edition to be delivered before Comshare registration date.  Content will mostly be summer programs.  Marlene and Dale to write something on LCSA
