Approval of Minutes of Monday, September 13, 2004   


Amendment to Minutes of Monday September 13, 2004:


	Correction made by Sue Penn regarding Starbucks offer of free coffee for meetings.  Should have read that Starbuck’s volunteers are available to volunteer for reading with students and other possible literacy initiatives at local schools as part of their community service program.  Sue gave manager’s contact name to Dale and Tim to follow up on possible grants and volunteers.  After Amendment, minutes moved by Sue; seconded by Enza.  Approved


Presidents Report:


	Olaf de Shield commented that the Lochdale Community BBQ was very a very successful event this year.   The turnout was great and the weather cooperated.  A job well done to everyone who helped make this a memorable and enjoyable event.


	Requested by Ken Ryan that a special thank you be sent to Charlford House for volunteering at the BBQ.  Their help was greatly appreciated.


	Olaf is researching guest speakers to speak at the general meetings in January and March. 


	School Planning Council: Tim noted that we need to elect three parent representatives to the SOC and submit names to school board.   Parent reps must not be employed by any school board. Preferable that there are parents of primary and intermediate students.


	Olaf mentioned that the megaphone was found somewhere in the school so the one that was requested at last May’s meeting can be taken off the spending allocations as it is not required.


	The BCCPAC Conference is going to be held in November 2004 in Abbotsford.  The date is still unconfirmed.   Speak to Dale or Olaf if you are interested in attending


	DPAC representative has come forward.  Motion:  Marlene moved to accept Tara Hoffman as our DPAC Rep. Seconded by Enza.  Approved.


	 Notes from meetings are available in the DPAC binder in the Community Office. 


	The LCSA website needs to be upgraded.   Olaf suggests that we move to a pay site to avoid ‘pop-up’ advertising.  Olaf suggested getting a credit card for the LCSA so that monthly payment of the website does not have to be put on an executive member’s personal credit card.  Enza will look into a ‘low-limit’ credit card through RBC.


	Suggestion that we e-mail the minutes to interested executive members.  A list was circulated for those interested in e-mail distribution.


Community Coordinator’s Report:


	Laser Printers for classrooms:  The purchase order (January 2004) was cancelled without school’s knowledge.   The School District would not approve selected printers, as they did not meet District standards.   Tim met with Ken Kiewitz (Manager, District’s Information Technology Services), who suggested that two networkable Lexmark laser printers be purchased.  Suggested locations are outside Ms. MacLeod’s room and inside Ms. Austin’s room.  The existing laser printer in the library will also be upgraded to operate as a stand-alone networked computer.  The district will cover the network wiring costs.  Estimated cost is $1900 to come from 2003-2004 Gaming allocation.  


	Motion made that the laser printer purchase as proposed above be approved.  Seconded by Ken Ryan.  Approved.  Purchase order to be submitted immediately.


	Lochdale Link: Submissions for the Link to the Community Office no later then November 5, 2004. Anything newsworthy from the community at large would be great; doesn’t need to be just school-based.  Thank you to Ken and Naylene for submitting articles already.


	Volunteers: Just a reminder that we need to constantly recruit volunteers throughout the school year to build up our volunteer base.  Reminder to be good to ourselves and avoid ‘volunteer burn-out’. 


	Thank you cards:   Dale showed a thank you card she received from Montecito.  It was suggested that LCSA thank you cards could be generated from graphics and clip art available on the internet.  Lesley to follow-up with Dale.


	Polish speaking translator needed.  Please inform Dale if you know of a community member who could assist.


Principal’s Report:


	Tim wants to attend Ethics forum being held in North Vancouver on Thursday, October 21st from 1:00 - 4:00 p.m.


	Tim meeting with the Assistant Superintendent on Monday, October 25th regarding the school goal - Writing.


	Haunted House:  being created and run by Division 5.  Classes will sign up for visits on October 28th & 29th.  It will also be open for families on Friday evening.


	Peer Mediators:  a group of Grade Seven students attended the Peer Mediator training at Schou on October 8th.


	Sports Equipment:  Tim & Maria have done an inventory of the sports equipment and are requesting $300 to help outfit each classroom with basic equipment for recess and lunchtime use.  Marlene suggested that part of the donation we received from Wonderland Preschool be used. Motion:  Marlene moved that up to $400 from the Wonderland Preschool donation be used to purchase classroom sports equipment. Seconded by Ken.   Approved.  


	Lesley suggested sending a request in the newsletter asking for used, but in good condition, sports equipment to be donated to school.


	Student Leadership Retreat:  retreat was cancelled due to the staff turnover and the date being so close to school start-up. 


Treasurer's Report:


	Balance as of September 30th, 2004


	Petty Cash: $83.60, Chequing: $16,382.10, Saving GEC: 2322.28, Gaming: $12,150.55


	Gaming grant of $7,180 for 2004-2005 school year has been deposited into account.  The grant is based on student enrollment / $20 per student.  Correspondence from the Charitable Gaming is available in Treasurer’s binder for LCSA members’ information.


	Dale will send out a wish list to staff regarding the Gaming funds spending.  LCSA members should think about possible community expenditures before the November General Meeting.


	2000/01 & 2001/02 books have been reviewed at a cost of $200.  Report available in Treasurer’s binder in Community Office.


	A review of the 2002/03 books was conducted last week by Marlene, Olaf, Enza and Dale.


	2003/04 books still to be reviewed.  A meeting date will be set after today’s meeting for any LCSA members interested.


	Signing authority changes to be done at the Royal Bank in the next few weeks.


	Marlene reminded committee members that LCSA policy states there should always be two people to do money count and bank deposits for safety and personal liability reasons.  Feasibility of acquiring night deposit was discussed.


Events Report:


	Lynne reported that the BBQ was very successful.  The figures are not all in but a surplus of approximately $200 is expected.


	Pancake breakfast on December 16th is the next event.   Dale will contact Santa. 


Hot Lunch Report:


	Sue reported that Lochdale’s first hot dog day of the year went well and volunteer turnout was excellent.


	Friday, October 29th will be Subway.


	Tomiyamo Sushi would like to offer a sushi tasting again.  Sue will arrange.


	Discussion around offering personal pizzas or pizza by the slice took place.  Concern in the past has been inequality in the size of slices.  Sue to discuss with Domino’s.


	Lesley to discuss with Sue about having healthy dessert choices on hot lunch menu - yogurt tubes, fresh fruit.  


Fundraising Report:


	$1930 received to date in cash donations


	The Scholastic Book Fair netted a product profit of $1,156.60.  $231 in books were selected by the committee for the school Library .The Library still has $1800 in funds from last year to get new books, etc… 


	Decision made by the committee to divide the profit amongst all staff.  Eighteen staff members received $60 each to select books to support student literacy and reading programs in their classrooms.


	Olaf noted that disbursement of funds needed ratifying.  


	Motion: Enza moved that profits from the Book Fair be allocated school-wide to eighteen staff members for books for classroom use.   Seconded by Lynne.   Approved.


	Entertainment Books:   Olaf will have final profit numbers to report soon.


	Sportswear Orders:   Due to the Pro D day on Friday, October 22nd, it was decided to extend the due date for orders until October 28th.   Prices remained the same as last year.  Water bottle and zipped hoodies have been added to the product line for this year.  


	Cookie Dough fundraiser to be sent home in late November so everyone can have products available for Christmas baking.


	Bingo Family Night:  Enza suggested we meet to set a date for this event.  Suggest that we start gathering items for the Silent Auction as soon as possible.  A committee will be formed.


	Walk a thon on May 20th:  Discussion will take place in the new year regarding the decision to give a percentage of the profits to a local charity.


Greystone/Lochdale Report:


	Comshare day camp program brought $86,000.00 in total into the account.   $76,000.00 went out.    $1500 in bills yet to come including Workers’ Compensation bill and custodial costs from the school district.


	General Meeting will take place sometime in January. 


	 LCSA should consider what they would like a grant for.  


	$500.00 has been allocated as part of the ‘Kool Down’ budget for a Free Skate for Youth at Kensington Complex.  Ken awaiting confirmation from Lori Pettigrew on an available date.


	Volunteer Burnaby workshops available to community members and organizations.  Leadership session on November 4th and Team Building on November 17.  Fee is $20 and LCSA will pay if anyone is interested in attending.


	Burnaby Optimist Club has been busy in distributing $5000 in school supplies to several elementarys and a couple high schools.  The Christmas Hamper Project will take place again.  Motion: Enza moved that $125 be donated to Burnaby Optimist Club in support of the Christmas Hamper Project. Seconded by Lesley. Approved.
