Treasurer's Report


Outdoor sports equipment:  Marlene moved that we ratify the decision to take funds from the Wonderland Preschool dissolution donation to purchase outdoor sports equipment up to a total of $400.  Seconded by Sue; carried.





Request for donation from Bby Children’s Fund:   Marlene moved that we donate $150 to the Burnaby Children’s Fund from LCSA funds.  Seconded by Enza; carried. 





Proposed changes to the 2004/05 Budget: Changes were presented as on attached sheet.  


§	Motion:  Marlene moved that we ratify the Executive’s decision to purchase two networked Laser Printers and a server, up to a cost of $1930.00, in place of the eight laser printers that were initially proposed.  Seconded by Enza; carried.   Thank you to Enza for applying for the Royal Bank Employee Grant.  We have received the $500 that will be put towards the laser printer purchase.


§	Wish List 2004/05:  Staff wish list was circulated and results were presented for consideration.


§	Motion:  Marlene moved that $1,322.28 be used from the Grounds Enhancement Savings account to cover 04/05 Wish List Requests totaling  $1,283.73, and that the wish list be accepted as presented.  Seconded by Ken; carried.


§	Motion: Marlene moved that we allocate $1,700 to Field Trips, $450 to Student Recognition Certificates and $2,000 to Computers from the 04/05 Gaming Funds.  Seconded by Ken; carried.  


§	Motion: Marlene moved that we ratify the Executive’s decision to allocate up to $500 for Sport Bibs per final approval of Treasurer.  Seconded by Ken; carried.


§	There have been requests from parents for a .chain-link fence at the Charles Street cul-de-sac. The use of Greystone/Lochdale funds was discussed. Ken and Tim to collaborate on this issue.


§	Motion: Marlene moved that LCSA request $2,700 from Greystone-Lochdale Community Association for the purchase of two additional computers as per Lochdale School’s technology plan. Seconded by Enza; carried.


§	Motion: Marlene moved that the LCSA allocate a further $700.00  from Gaming funds to top up the anticipated Greystone/Lochdale grant, in order to realize the total district price of $1700.oo per computer  (two computers at a total of $3400.00).  Seconded by Sue; carried.
