President’s Report:  

· Thanks to all volunteers who helped with the Pancake Breakfast; 

· A big thank-you to the staff for another outstanding Christmas concert.

· Regrets for missing the December social.

· Recess to be taken tonight at 8:15.  Those not interested in staying for the fundraising discussion may leave.

· Regarding a previous discussion on sending a letter to the district’s Technology department, it was decided to hold off until we monitor progress in the next few months.

· Concern was raised over whether a locking cabinet was needed for the community computer in Room 19.  It is assumed that the ‘missing mouse’ was a one-time incident. Dale will monitor the security of the computer and equipment.

Coordinator’s Report:

· Special thanks to Lynne, all the Lochdale parents, the students and Charlford House, for all the outstanding support of community/school events in December. Christmas Hamper Drive went very well again with 15 families receiving food hampers and gifts.

· Technology Update:  there will be a delay in installing the two laser printers due to a recall from Lexmark.  The district technology staff are working to rectify this issue with Lexmark.

· District will be issuing a credit of $362 plus taxes to the school account for the server that we thought was needed to make the library laser printer a ‘stand-alone’ print station.

· Computers should be on their way shortly.  Front office staff are having new computers installed right now and classrooms should be done soon.

· Scholastic Book Fair has been scheduled for April.  Delivery on April 8th; set-up on April 11th; event from 12th – 14th and pick-up on the 15th.

· Empty Bowls Gala Event on Saturday, April 23rd at the Shadbolt Centre for the Arts.  Tickets are $50.  Dale is looking for community contacts to donate quality items for the silent auction.

· Head Lice Check should be done school-wide soon.  Dale to coordinate with Angela and other available parent volunteers.

· Student Leadership students are coordinating a Tsunami Relief fundraiser by collecting cancelled postage stamps which go to OXFAM Canada.

· Burnaby Parks, Recreation and Cultural Services meeting to be held in our neighbourhood at Capitol Hill Community Hall (361 Howard) on Wednesday February 16th – 7:00 p.m.

· Request for electrical work to be done in Room 19 for stove installation to be resubmitted by Dale and Tim.

Principal’s Report:

· Intermediate students were invited to a very compelling presentation by a young man from Sri Lanka who survived the Tsunami.

· Tuesday, January 18th at Seaforth Elementary (7:30 p.m.) is a special community meeting regarding French Immersion for any interested parents.

· School Planning Council –  In the interest of clarity, Bby. School Board requested a rewording of Lochdale’s goal for 2004/2005. 

· The Ministry of Education will be performing random reviews of schools province wide. As a precaution, the Board hosted a seminar to help prepare all SPC’s in Burnaby (see Olaf’s SPC report).

· Charles Street fence has been given approval by the City of Burnaby.  Awaiting approval from the Greystone-Lochdale Community Association for the $4,500 cost of the chain link fence.

· Dennis Taylor has been appointed principal at Armstrong Elementary until the end of the school year.  Maria Perez will continue in the head teacher role.
