President’s Report:

Principal's Report: 

Report & Updates: -Still awaiting news of the network printers we ordered. Technical problems with the printers themselves have put their installation on hold. A different model has been selected, which will likely cost more and use up the money saved by not having to buy the network box for the library -Our new computers have arrived and have been installed. Two went into the alternate program, one to Mrs. Jaltema, two to Ms Perez, and one to Mrs. McCully. 

Website access: A link can be made on the school's website to the LCSA website. A disclaimer must be added, indicating that the LCSA website is not an official Burnaby School District site. Tim is in the progress of learning how to manage the school's official website.  

 SPC: The School Planning Council has met twice in the last month to discuss the "Ten Points of Inquiry" that are the focus of the possible external team visit. So far, we have discussed Goals, Rationale, Data, Strategies, Structures, Results and Communication. The discussions have provided an opportunity to reflect on our goal and list implementation. Should know in early March if we will be one of the schools part of the district review. One area the SPC feels it needs to address is improving communication of the SPC's work. They would like to have a regular "SPC Corner" in the newsletters to inform the community of activities and to provide suggestions for helping children with their reading. 

Traffic and Safety: Parent concerns with the blind corner at the east end of the south alley (at Cliff Ave.). Olaf volunteers to contact Burnaby City Engineering Dept. regarding permanent signage to ameliorate the problem.

Grounds:  Angela has concerns with garbage in the schoolyard. General consensus recognizing the problem, however putting out more rubbish containers usually results in the bins being emptied out, and tipped over for use as a chair. Tim will look into.
Treasurer's Report: 

Computer Costs: Total paid for six new computers under the Refresh Program, was $4155.87.  $2078.44 from Gaming & 2078.43 from Greystone-Lochdale Community Association 

Printer: cost was $1914.44, see also Principal’s report.

Donation from Volleyball drop-in of $355: Marlene/Dale suggested getting a consensus to put money towards sports/fitness equipment. 

Approx $2100 in Gaming account left over after expenditures Survey staff in regards to getting digital camcorder as it is still on books...or perhaps put aside 'till fall of 2005. 

Grounds Enhancement: After quote comes in for top soil.set up meeting to discuss -sandbox, shade trees, risers, pedestal picnic tables.  LCSA: vinyl banner and leaf blower. 

Account balances are as follows - Gaming Account: $8187.37, Chequing Account: $21,262.78, Savings (GEC) Account: $2,322.28 

Fundraising Committee: 

Dessertco: letters out by March 4th. March 15th delivery. Selection includes cookies and muffin dough, pies and fair trade coffee. LCSA members and Lochdale staff can get Dessertco at cost during a Special Order in June. Agreed in principle to purchase Fair Trade coffee for community room & LCSA school functions. Enza suggested phoning Dessertco to inquire whether the LCSA could receive global rewards as opposed to the individual rewards currently being offered.

Walk-A-Thon: budgeted to raise $4,000.  Motion - Marlene moves that 75% of funds raised go to LCSA operating budget, and 25% go to charity. Lesley seconds, carried. To be ratified at the next General meeting. Motion - Marlene moves that three charities will be supported this year - Junior Diabetes Research Foundation, Autism Research, and the Orthopedic Foundation. Sue seconds. carried. To be ratified at the next General meeting.
