Green boxes

Due to your insane knowledge of DG you find out one of the little 'dirty' secrets of DG - 

The centers your party have been going to are 'newbie centers' aka 'recruiting stations'.

The expert agents usually (through natural osmosis) form their own cells over time.  They are given the secure phones (though they don't often report, much to the chargrin of their superiors) and very high limit credit cards.  They have various ways of setting up meetings, etc, varying from cell to cell.  Some of the agents are even lost track of *completely* as they have made various forger friends, discovered ways to make a LOT of money (perhaps time travel, etc) and just disappeared.  Their names are on the 'active' roster indefinately.  At one time they were contemplating taking the names off after 100 years but this notion was later dropped - without explanation.

Expert agents normally don't call for jack.  It makes them look bad sometimes.

This sort of attitude has led to some cells using things called 'Greenboxes'.  These are 24 hour storage areas which are all over the country.  DG doesn't have their own - they just rent indefinately other peoples sheds.

These 'Greenboxes' (aka 'sheds' - short for 'storage sheds') are usually empty though could conceivably contain ANY manner of stuff from weapons to forbidden art, etc.  There is even an unsubstantiated story of some people using one and finding a live tied up alien in it.  (This is believed to be the equivilant of an 'urban legend'.)  Things are left in there and 'forgotten about'.  Since nobody knows who put the stuff in there, nobody can be blamed.  The agency has been trying hard to get rid of these 'greenboxes' but has so far been unable to do it.  The agents keep on using them.  The agency simply does not have the man power to monitor EVERY box 13 in every storage bin yard.  (Note:  13 is not necessarily the box that is rented though the agents may try to leave note as to which box is rented in 13 if it is already taken).  The agency has been known to sometimes go to empty out box 13 if it is known to be a 'greenbox' (and a couple times they did empty it and found that it was not - oops).

No huge ring of box 13 keys exists.  Normally the agent may rent a box (of whatever size) from a storage yard and (once they have access) utilize box 13.  Doing things like disabling the security systems, picking the locks etc are small potatoes for the kind of people that use the boxes.

It is considered customary to leave a *sealed* bottle of alcohol in a storage area for other agents who may be feeling a bit 'overwhelmed' by recent experiences.  Preserved food and bottled water may even be left at some for agents who need somewhere to hide out for awhile.

The 'greenboxes' are most definately NOT something the agency is fond of - but if a group has a large idol and the soonest pickup the agency can manage is 48 hours (if then), well, it has to go somewhere...
