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Pencils & Paper
1.  Each student should come to class  prepared with 2 pencils and a binder with looseleaf paper.  All pens will be confiscated. 

2.  Students without pencils or paper should borrow from a classmate before class, or purchase from me at the beginning of class. Pencils are $0.25 and paper is 1 cent per sheet. (For emergencies only—limits apply.)
3.  Pencils should be sharpened as soon as you come in the room.  If your pencil breaks during class, you may sharpen it if Mrs. Reynerson is not speaking to the class.  

Absences

1.  Turn in all absence excuses to the designated container on Mrs. Reynerson’s desk at the beginning of the hour.  The slip will be signed and returned to you by the end of the hour.

2.  It is your responsibility to find out what you missed while you were absent.  Ask a classmate as soon as you get in.

3.  Borrow and copy notes from a classmate during Bellwork/Silent reading.

4.  Check the “Make-up Work” folder for handouts.
5.  If you knew about an assignment before you were absent, you should still have it ready on the day it is due.

6.  See Mrs. Reynerson if you missed a test.  

7.  You have 1 day to make up work for every day you were absent to receive full credit.

Late Work

1.  If any assignment is one day late, you may turn in it the following day for half credit.

2.  If any assignment is more than one day late, you will receive a zero for it.

Notes Home/ 
Behavior Reflections

1.  Any Behavior Reflections, punishwork, or notes home to be signed must be signed by a parent and returned the next day.

2.  Students who fail to turn in notes that were sent home with a parent’s signature will receive a parent phone call and/or office referral.  

3.  Students who fail to turn in completed Behavior Reflections or punish work will be referred to the office.

Planners/Homework
1.  Students should use their planners to write any daily homework assignment, as well as long term project assignments. 

2.  Homework will be minimal (usually just unfinished classwork), but it will always be graded if it is assigned.

3.  If an assignment is to read, a pop quiz will be given to check this assignment.

Bell Work

1.  Students should enter the classroom quietly and begin working on Bell Work immediately.

(Sometimes your bell work assignment will be to read silently.)

2.   Bell Work folders are filed by number on top of the filing cabinet.

3.  Students may use this time to make up any work missed, buy or sharpen pencils, turn in absence slips, or buy paper.

4.  Once the bell has rung, all students should be in their seats quietly working. 

5.  Students who finish Bell Work assignments early should read silently.

6.  Talking is not allowed during Bell Work!
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Accelerated Reading/ Scholastic

1.  Students will be reading books for AR points every 9 week period.  2.  Amount of points needed will vary by grade and will increase each 9 weeks.

2.  Since there may be silent reading opportunities every day, students MUST bring a book to read each day.  Silent reading time will not be used to check out books.

3.  Students should record every test that they take in their AR folders.  Tests not written in folders will not be counted.

4. Students who meet their AR goals for each 9 week period will get to wear jeans on a designated day for that 9 weeks.

“Play your cards right!”

1. Small playing cards will be given to reward students for good behavior, helping out, setting a good example, getting super grades, etc.

2.  Cards should not be transferred between students. 

3.  Occasionally Mrs. Reynerson will hold a drawing for prizes.  Cards must be returned to Mrs. Reynerson in good condition to win.

Assignments/Grades

1.  The following types of assignments will be given throughout this year:

· Bell Work (2-3  per week)
· Vocabulary (every 2 weeks)

· Textbook/Novel/Skill activities & tests (whole class)

· Book Reports (1 per 9 week period)

· Independent Research Projects (ongoing, as needed)
