Foster Care Program Contract Of Understanding   *LSBR=Lone Star Beagle Rescue





Thank you for your interest in LSBR Foster Care program.  We are committed to placing a foster care dog as soon as possible in a “forever home”.  Some dogs are placed in rescue within a few days; others take weeks or months to find suitable homes.





1.	LSBR Foster Care will not place a dog known to have an unsound temperament. However, no one can predict how any dog will react in a given situation, especially without complete knowledge of its life experiences. 





2.	No dog will be placed in a new home, which does not provide a fenced yard, except for apartment dwellers. Apartment dwellers must agree to always walk the dog on a leash. Dogs will be kept as indoor/outdoor dogs in close companionship with their foster families. Dogs should not be kept outside in extreme temperatures. Dogs will not be on a chain at any time. Dogs will not be carried uncrated in the bed of a pick-up. 





3.	Foster care providers should be willing to provide proper food, medical care, and a loving, safe, healthy environment for the foster dog. Foster care providers may not use the dog for medical research, fighting, personal protection training or any use other than companion animal without written consent from the LSBR.  





4.	The responsibility for the foster dog belongs jointly to the LSBR and the Foster Care provider. However, if for some valid reason the foster dog does not work to the advantage of the foster care provider and the dog, LSBR must be contacted for return of the dog. A Foster Care provider will not place the dog in a new home, nor transfer the dog to anyone other than LSBR without written consent  





5.	LSBR board members may evaluate prospective Foster homes at mutually agreed upon times. Initial visitation and evaluations will not occur without a 24 hours notice.  Once an animal is placed into the Foster home, the Foster family agrees to allow the LSBR to inspect the premises where the animal is kept at any time, without prior notice.





6.	LSBR has the dog in your home for the purpose of adopting the dog to a family.  The Foster Care provider needs to be available to show the dog to potential owners.   The LSBR may take the dog for adoption into a permanent home, rescue, or medical care





7.	LSBR makes no representations or warranties regarding the temperament or physical condition of any foster care dog.





8.	Once you are caring for a dog, Foster care providers must inform LSBR of changes in their address or phone number within 5 days of such change.





9.	LSBR shall not be responsible for any bodily injuries or property damage caused by any foster dog or by the actions of its Foster care provider. The LSBR Foster care provider hereby specifically assumes sole responsibility for, and agrees to hold LSBR harmless from any and all loss and expenses (including legal fees) by reason of liability imposed by law upon LSBR, or any of its officers and members because of bodily injuries or death to any person or persons including the Foster care provider, or any damage to property arising out of or in consequence of the placement of the dog, howsoever such injuries, death or damage to property may be caused, whether or not the same may have been caused, or may be alleged to have been accused, by negligence of the aforementioned parties or any of their employees, agents or members.





10.	If the adoption for the dog does not work out and the adopter must return the dog to LSBR, the Foster care provider agrees to take the dog back into the Foster care provider’s home and continue to care for the dog under the foster care agreement.
