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Essential Questions:  

· Must a story have a beginning, middle, and end?

· Does every story have to have a problem and solution?

Subsidiary Questions:

· What story elements would be in the beginning?

· What story elements would be in the middle?

· What story elements would be in the end?

· What is a problem?

· What is a solution? 

Activity:

1. You will need to create a story map using inspiration or the graphic organizer on the web.

2. You will need to write a narrative story using your story map.

3. Go through the phases of the writing process.

a. Pre-write (story map using technology)

b. Rough draft (first time you write your story)

c. Revise (have one of your peers read your story for content.  Can they locate all essential story elements?)

d. Edit (have one of your peers check your story for spelling and grammar)

e. Publish (write the final copy of your story using suggestions made)
