Tasks:

1. Write a Java applet that three text fields and a button. The user will insert the first name in the first text field and the last name in the second text field. When the button is pressed, the applet will combine the two inputs and display the full name in the third text field. Use JLabels to label the components and the appropriate layout to arrange the GUI components. Write the HTML code to run the applet.

2. Write a Java applet with three text fields and two buttons. The user will enter two numbers into the first and second text fields. When a button labeled “Tambah” is pressed, the applet will sum the two numbers and display the result in the third text field. If the other button labeled “Tolak” is pressed, the applet will take the first number and minus it with the second number, and display the result in the third text field. Set the third text field as non-editable. Write the HTML code to run the applet.
