
· The Periodic Table is comprised of 9 major families.  

· The objective of this project is for you to become familiar with the characteristics of each family in the periodic table by creating a super-hero representative for your assigned family.  

· After a brief introduction to the Periodic Table of Elements, you will be assigned 1 out of the 9 families.  

· As a group you will need to research the properties of your family using the Internet and resources available to you in the classroom and at home.  

· This project will test your ability to work cooperatively in a group situation, think creatively, summarize and communicate your ideas effectively and make decisions diplomatically. 

· Based on your research and group discussions you will be responsible for producing the following items:

1. A full-color picture of your super-hero or superheroes 
· May represent the family or each element in the family

· To be on display in classroom

· Scale may vary, min height = 0.5 m

· Butcher paper or poster board may be used
2. A Super-Hero Name

3. A Super-Hero slogan/motto

· Such as “faster than a speeding bullet”

· May be a function of the theme song

4. A Super-Hero theme song 

· Can be an original song or can be based on an existing tune

· Groups singing the song will receive 5 BONUS points

5. A Super-Hero trading card complete with statistics.  Should include, at a minimum, the following:

· Physical and chemical properties

· Common chemical combinations
· Any potential hazards or benefits of the family or the individual elements

· Possible enemies and/or allies in other families
· Note cards can be provided upon request

6. Class Presentation of your Super-Hero.

· May present video at this time

**  Extra credit will be granted (up to 50 points) for a movie of the super hero in 

action.  

· This opportunity is open-ended and you may collaborate with other groups to produce a full-length action film.  You are not limited to producing the film with in-class groups, but can cooperate with groups in other classes.  All cooperating members will receive the extra credit that will be based on accuracy, creativity, and quality.

· The video must include: a display of the chemical and physical characteristics, interaction with enemies or allies of other periodic families, and must have a plot.

· The movie may be on video or computer animated.

· Disclaimer: because this is extra-credit, in class time cannot be specifically allocated to the formulation and production of your film.
