Graphing Do’s & Don’ts

Do’s






Give your graph a title

Label the x and y axis

Use numbers like 2, 4, 6, 8



Evenly space the “tic” marks

Use a key when necessary

Give a visual picture of the data

Other bits:

Keys are necessary when:


More than one set of data is being represented.

Tic marks are:


The lines used to represent where the numbers are on the axes.

Numbers:  


When choosing numbers for the x and y axis - choose multiples.

Don’ts

Forget a title

Use numbers like 1,2,4,6,7

Confuse the reader of your graph
