Let’s introduce you to the several of our symbols your Brownies will experience in Girl Scouts:

1. Meaning of the girl scout handshake – this is the way girl scouts greet each other – the Girl Scout sign stands for 3 parts of GS promise  - let me RECITE THE PROMISE (serve god/country, help people, live by GS law)

2. Symbolism of the 2 pins (SHOW THEM SAMPLES):

· Brownie/elf within Girl Scout emblem – the trefoil (3 parts) stands for the Girl Scout promise

· world pin – 

· 3 leaves GS promise, 

· flame = loving all people in the world, 
· compass needle is to guide, 

· 2 stars are promise and law.  

· Yellow on blue = sun shining over the children of the world.

3. Meaning of the friendship circle – cross hands over each other - unbroken chain of friendship with Girl Scouts/Girl Guides around the world
