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This week you have been learning about poetry. Pretty soon you will be writing your own poems to include in your Writing Portfolio.  This field trip is designed to get you thinking about what types of poem that you would like to include in your Portfolio.  As you visit the following sites, keep in mind the characteristics of poetry that we have discussed in class.  Have fun on your virtual field trip.
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Your first stop on today’s virtual field trip will be to listen to a famous poet read one of his poems.  Once you click on the link below, you will then need to click on the picture of Jack Prelutsky.  Read the introduction page and then click “Start.”  Scroll to the bottom of the page to listen to Jack Prelutsky read his poem, “Louder Than a Clap of Thunder.”  To listen to the FULL version, you will want to click on Au (1.28MB) in order to hear the poem.  Listen to the poem.  As you are listening notice how the author uses certain words to create a picture in your mind about what the poem is about.

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Your second stop on today’s virtual field trip will be to listen to audio clips of more poems.  Once you click on the link below, you will need to scroll down on the page to find the section that is labeled “Listen to Poetry.”  Click on that link.  You may then choose to listen to as many poems as you would like.  You are required to listen to at least 2 different poems.  In order to hear the poems, you must click on the link that says “Listen Now.”  You may also choose to look at the poem as well.  As you are listening, notice how the authors use words to create pictures in your mind.  After you listen to each poem, think about how that poem is different from and like Jack Prelutzsky’s “Louder Than a Clap of Thunder.”  Later in class you will be asked to Compare and Contrast two different poems.

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Your last stop on today’s virtual field trip will be to have some fun finishing already created poems.  Once you click on the link below, you will need to find the section that is labeled “Poetry Fun.”  Click on the picture of the boy on the skateboard.  Look for the “Fill-in-the-Blank” poems.  Choose to complete the “Easy Fill in the Blank or Harder Fill in the Blank” poem.  I recommend beginning with the “Easy Fill in the Blank” poems.  Click on the link and complete the poem.  See how creative you can be.
