Extended Day Code of Conduct

1. Students are expected to follow all school rules.

2. Students are expected to be respectful of all supervising adults and all other students participating in the program.

3. The school internet policy will be followed.

4. When playing on the playground or other outside areas, students are expected to be mindful of the others playing and of their age and ability.

A. No standing on swings.

B. No tandem swinging on swings.

C. No standing or sitting on top of equipment.

D. Play away from all fences to avoid contact with animals and accidental kicking of balls over the fences.

E. Play within view of supervising adults (not past the back of the gym wall or between the school and the ECC).

F. No tackle football.
5. When playing in the gym, no kicking of balls will be allowed.  Only footballs made of Nerf-type material may be used for throwing and catching.  Special areas may be set up for basketball or volleyball play. All students will be expected to respect the play area of another.

6. If a student would like to do homework in the gym, they may do so on the stage area.  No jumping, running, etc. in that area.  

7. If a student engages in unsafe play or is disrespectful to a supervising adult or another student, a “time-out” may be assigned.  This can vary in time (5-10 minutes).  If severe disrespect is observed an “extended time out” may be assigned.  An extended time out will consist of time spent with Mr. Eggebrecht or Extended Day Supervisors to review behavior and consider student’s actions in the future.  An extended time out may also be assigned if a student is warned of an unsafe or disrespectful behavior and it continues after several warnings or several 5-10 minute time-outs.
8. If a student can not follow the rules of the Extended Day program and has been consistently disrespectful or harmful they will not be allowed to attend the program.

9. When all students have gathered back into the ECC, all will be responsible for clean up.  Tables need to be cleaned, chairs put up, snack wrappers and other paper scraps thrown away, and toys and games put away.  
10. Students who consistently follow rules and are helpful and respectful of others will be rewarded.  

11.  Extended Day Staff will not leave the ECC to unlock the school or vice versa as it jeopardizes the safety of the students that are being supervised.
