100 –

· collecting canned goods from a group of people and bringing them to school. (25 cans or more)

· collect clothes from a group of people

· work at a soup kitchen
· cook for a soup kitchen
· visit and stay at a nursing home for at least 30 minutes
· You can play a game or read to someone.  

90 - 

· Bake goods for a nursing home or another facility and visit for a short time. (DO NOT just drop it off and leave!)

· Shovel a person’s sidewalk/driveway.  Must be for someone who is sick or elderly or disabled.  It cannot be for a relative and you cannot get paid!

· Visit an elderly person for at least 30 minutes.  It cannot be a relative.

· Making a meal for someone who really needs it.

85-

· Helping elderly neighbors or a sick person do chores.  At least 30 minutes.  More than just taking someone’s garbage out!

· Help with shopping or cleaning for an elderly or disabled person

· Collecting canned goods from a group of people and bringing them to school. (between 10-25 cans).

70-

· Neatly design and use colored CONSTRUCTION PAPER to make 2 Valentines Cards for the Veteran’s.  Must write a saying inside of the card.  Do not put your last name on the card.  DO NOT use pencil.  Writing must be typed or written in large print.
