Children are the future of our society and teachers are given the opportunity to guide these students to the best education.  In my classroom students will best grow and develop by building a strong relationship with me, their teacher, beginning on the first day of class.  I must make it clear to my students that I not only care about their education but about what is going on in their personal lives.  Every opportunity I have to engage in conversation with my students lets them know I care about them as people.  I truly feel that if I have a strong relationship with my students and approach the class from a position of respect and love, the atmosphere of my class will then reflect mutual respect.  It has been my experience that this is the building block to genuinely effective classroom management, a most necessary ingredient to any high-quality education.    

Most importantly, the role as a teacher has a huge impact on the student’s education and life experiences the student has chosen to take. I want to encourage my students to become good citizens at school.  Learning to work effectively with others and practicing civic virtue are essential skills that later translate into students becoming responsible citizens in our communities.  In order to do this I will set clear expectations for behavior and a good example for my students to imitate.  My goal as a future educator is to leave a special message with each of my students. I want each student to know I care for them and no matter what will always be there for them. My goal is for my students to know I have an open door, even if they are no longer in my classroom.  I hope that my students will continue to visit long after I am their teacher so I will know the impact I have made on them.

My goal is to be remembered as the teacher who set the standard for mutual respect in the classroom, made learning engaging, and encouraged students to advance in their positions as responsible citizens.  I am confident that once I am given the opportunity to teach students in my own classroom I will fulfill my educational philosophy
