III. Approvals

a. Bob moved to accept the minutes.  Megan seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
IV. Chair Cathy gave a general update.
a. As of the meeting, 96 registrations have been received, and she is sending confirmations to those people.  She reminded committee members again that they must submit one as well.
b. No new, substantial book donations have been found.  Various committee members will be bringing some with them to St. Louis.
c. The hotel payment will be taken care of by the end of the week as the money is currently between CKI and the LSSP account.
d. Andrea reported that we will be purchasing the MetroLink passes, but since LSSP will be getting them through the same people as those in charge of ICON, it will be one fairly simple contact to make.  She will pick up and pay for them upon getting to St. Louis.
V. The Committee discussed arrival day and service learning activities and approved two for use.
VI. Chair Cathy informed the Committee that Lydia’s House will be unavailable for LSSP as the space that was going to become a library will not be ready by the time the project rolls around.  It was decided that a fourth site would be chosen to accommodate the number of participants.  This site would come from one of the other options the Committee had when first planning the project.

VII. Each committee member reported on what progress they’ve made on assignments given to them and on ideas they have for the committee.
a. Bob has emailed his television station but hasn’t heard back yet.  He contacted all the sites about doing a read-a-thon: what craft materials are available, whether the children will be able to participate, etc.  He emailed the committee concerning his ideas for stations at the Read-a-Thon.  He also raised the possibility of creating an engraved plaque to decorate the library stating that Circle K International built it.
b. Josh contacted arches and will receive a schematic of the building Friday morning.  He tried to contact his television station but found that it didn’t exist.
c. Andrea has distributed directives to the four established site leaders.  She continues working on donations, but a lot of organizations won’t know until June whether or not they’ll be able to donate anything because they award donations depending on when the event takes place.  She will be making the down payment for the hotel soon and will send Cathy a check for the shirts.  She is working with Bob and Chassidy to get food donated for Fellowship Day and dinners.  She contacted her media assignment but was told they would get back in touch with her.  Andrea was also working on getting a DJ for the dance but delegated that to Josh.
d. Christine called and left a message at her media contact but received no response.  She has tried numerous times to talk to a person but to no avail.  She sent an email to her site contact to introduce herself and will begin working on contacting the soldiers this week.
e. Megan reported that she too is having difficulty contacting the television and radio stations she put together so is making a new media contact list to be divided and distributed.  She is still working on the bulletin article.  She also reported that she tried to email her contact at Lydia’s House to get specifics about the site but received no response.
f. Norma emailed her contact at Neighborhood Houses but received no response.  Trustee Abbie mentioned that the lady in charge there is out on vacation until June 1.  She will also be working on the newsletter for LSSP attendees.
g. Chair Cathy reported that she added Norma’s, Josh’s, Christine’s, and Bob’s profiles to the website and updated the minutes.  She will probably get the printers to start on the shirts next week as they don’t take long to make, and by then we’ll have a definite number of attendees.
h. Trustee Abbie reminded the committee to let her know if they need anything from the International Board to make their jobs easier.
i. Chair Cathy reported that Duncan is doing a lot of research for the display board and getting us a “Ricky Reader” costume for the Read-A-Thon.  He also has the LSSP pins.
VIII. Chair Cathy will be emailing out a to-do list soon.  LSSP is less than a month away!!  She asked that the site leaders email Andrea with any updates they have by Saturday, May 29, and CC her on the email.
