Greetings Governors!

I want to let you know how very excited I am to be working with the Large-Scale Service Project (LSSP) Committee this year.  We have a great group on the committee, and I am very pleased with the way they are working together so far!  

Most of you probably know by now that LSSP will be held from June 25 to June 29, prior to International Convention next year.  There are a few more important things, though, that I need to tell you and ask of you.

First, I am delighted to announce that a project has been approved.  We will be building children’s libraries on the first two workdays and hopefully holding a “read-a-thon” with the children who will use them on the last day.  The committee is considering building up to three libraries, depending on the size of the locations.  There are six locations currently under consideration including community centers, the St. Louis YWCA, and other similar groups.  

Our task will be to clean out the spaces where the libraries will be built, paint them, build and install shelves, and put in the books.  We hope to have the books donated by St. Louis-area Kiwanis Family clubs, but any donations are welcome if your district would like to have a book drive for it!  We also hope to involve the children in painting the libraries on the second day so that they will learn the importance of serving their communities and will feel like the libraries are more their own.  Certain details will depend on the locations that are chosen, so different sites may do slightly different things.

I also am glad to say that the LSSP 2004 website is up.  I would greatly appreciate you having your webmasters to link to it on your district sites.  The address is http://www.geocities.com/lssp2004.  The website will always have as much information as is available, and as more decisions are made, it will be updated.  There is a lot of information already, so please check it out!  If you have any comments or suggestions about it, please let me know.

I plan to be in touch with you all at least once per month to keep you updated on how things are coming.  We will have promotional materials available to you as soon as we have enough information to put on them.  Please help us in promoting LSSP to your districts!  

Some of your districts have never had any of your members attend LSSP before, and I would like to challenge you to be among the first in your district to attend.  There is nothing quite like the feeling you get when you see other CKI members as dedicated to service as you are serving right there with you for five days!
