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I rarely ever have time to watch regular TV, but I *love* the fact that TV shows are now available on DVD!! 
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One series, which I borrowed from my library, and absolutely fell in love with was actually a teen show ... Veronica Mars! The show's main character, Veronica, lives w/her dad, a PI in 'Neptune, CA' --- very Beverly Hills 90210-ish, w/the ultra-rich kids and all their problems,

but Veronica & her dad, the former Sheriff, are very down-to-earth (funny, because their name is MARS and they live in NEPTUNE!), working-class folks. Veronica is a HS student, and works as her dad's assistant, (doing lots of her own sleuthing, as well!) and by Season 3 is a licensed PI herself! I think of her as the Nancy Drew for the 21st Century -- and, in fact, there are several hints that suggest that may have been the writers' intent!

The show has all the qualities of a "teen" show --- the music, the fashions, the language and all the 'pretty people' --- and it takes place mainly in a HS (Season 3 is on a college campus). But it's SMART ... not at all what I expected, I must admit, and has teen appeal, but also 'parent appeal' if there is such a thing! The often subtle references to the 80s will strike a chord w/parents that today's teens may not 'get' (and plenty of today's references that I probably didn't 'get' either!!) so it's a great show to 'bridge the gap' -- teens and parents can watch together, and both enjoy! It also deals w/some serious teen issues such as date rape, drugs, etc. that, as in real-life, don't always turn out OK in the end. Perfect icebreaker for family discussions! I *totally* (yup, I grew up in the 80s! LOL!) recommend viewing this series ... but just to let you know ... to my huge disappointment, the show got canceled after season 3, and now I'll never know what happens next!
