Classes operate on a seven-hour-per-day schedule. They provide experience in customer services such as shampooing, bleaching, permanent waving, thermal work, hair cutting, and styling, finger waving, chemical relaxing, cutting, and trimming. Having a career in the industry, offers a high income, potential flexibility, and independence. Cosmetology is one of the most demand careers you can choose. If you are creative, energetic, and enjoy working with people, you can earn your certificate of being a cosmetologist. The Instructor Trainee program requires a current Washington State cosmetology license and one year of current work experience in a salon. Instructor’s permission is required for all programs. Students receive a certificate upon successful completion of the Cosmetology Program.

In being able to be successful in cosmetology you will have to had to get your high school diploma or equivalent (G.E.D). You have to be trained and meet the standard hours which are cosmetology 1800 hours and instructor trainee 600 hours. A trainee instructor is a trainee working to getting cosmetology instructor. (No separate certificate is available). There are a lot of things that you will be needing to go to school for Cosmetology. Many chemical sprays and airborne pollutants are found in this occupation. So before you enroll you should have advice your physician as to problems like allergies, asthma, dermatitis, etc. So before you are enrolled be checked by your doctor. So this is what you are required to have when you are dealing with this kind of class.
