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You may sit there thinking to yourself, “What in the world is Mrs. S talking about when she refers to a PSA?  I know that she might not be up with some of our acronyms (like TTYL or LOL), but I surely hope that my teacher doesn’t know a hip term before I do.”  

Take a deep breath, and have no worries.  You are just a click away from discovering what a PSA is.  While you are on this site, read the definition and also make sure to browse around checking out some well-known PSAs.
What is a PSA?
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You may have recognized some of the well-known PSAs.  When I watch TV, I have seen PSAs that tackle the issues of not buckling your seatbelt while driving, drinking while driving, and teenage alcohol and drug use, and I am sure that we could add many more to the list.

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Before you start brainstorming and drafting your own PSA script, we need to review citing sources.  When you decide on a topic, you will need to do research on the issue.  Often having a fact or statistic will help strengthen your PSA.  Therefore, you will need to know how to cite the sources that you find.
