Math
We will continue to review AB patterns.  We will work on ABB patterns this month.  We are also beginning addition.  We will discuss “Which number is less than ___?” We will be using ten frames to teach the children grouping of tens and ones.

Please monitor homework and your child’s ability to do the work independently. If the work seems too frustrating for your child.  Call me and we can try to find strategies to help your child.
Homework

Homework is assigned daily.  It can vary in length.  There will always be a reading log handed out on Monday.  I will check reading log daily.  Every child works and learns at his/her own speed.  My hope is that your child can work 15 minutes on homework independently.  If you feel homework is too much. Time your child for 15 minutes and draw a line when 15 minutes is up.  This is a solid 15 minutes.  This is not 15 minutes of walking around or watching TV.  We want children to be able to sit and work independently for 15 minutes.
