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Overview 

The purpose of this Leadership Academy project is to develop four standard-based, grade-level projects that will address our portfolio standards in a systematic manner and culminate with a senior project that meets all exit standards.  Community involvement varies from project to project.  Community resources are used to implement the projects, and final projects are presented to community groups. 

Background 

The student portfolio of Marysville High School is standards-based and project-driven.  The portfolio is activated during the 9th grade year and is completed during the 12th grade year. 

Standards are written for the skills that are taught at MHS.  Standards are categorized as basic standards that all students must meet and special standards that are geared toward skills learned in elective classes.  A tabbed index file indicates each standard and is followed by proof of a student having learned the skill covered by the standard. 

The proof of having reached the basic standards is also shown through the completion of grade level projects that demand the use of most or all of the basic skills.  The projects give the student a brain-compatible opportunity to use the skills in authentic situations.  The successful completion of these projects is also found in the portfolio. 

Thus, the portfolio becomes evidence that students have acquired the ability to apply those skills in authentic situations.  The portfolio of standards met and projects completed gives the student proof that he or she has the skills necessary to contribute to a global society during the 21st century.
