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Project Description 
  

The senior level students in IR/AG and Advanced Composition will complete a cross-curricular project utilizing research skills, oral communications and technology.  This project will focus on issues and events pertaining to International Relations and American Government.
Objectives 

1. Students will choose from a teacher-generated list of research topics and work in small teams to create their finished presentation.  Teaming skills are enhanced to develop interdependence within teams.

2. Students will find their sources and complete the work cited pages at the same time using electronic sources. A minimum of 10 sources, two of which have to be primary, are required of students.

3. Students will research using perspectives that go beyond minimum fact finding such as issues and dilemmas.

4. Students read and evaluate sources for relevancy.  When a relevant issue or event is found, the student will copy and paste the information into a Word document with indication as to which source it was obtained from. Directly beneath the pasted information in the Word document, students will paraphrase the original source.

5. Student will receive teacher evaluation and feedback regarding plagiarism, correct citing, and content.

6. Students will utilize PowerPoint to create a storyboard from their paraphrased information.

7. Students will enhance their presentation by adding graphics, color, and pictures.

8. Students will deliver their presentation/project.

9. Students will evaluate and provide feedback for classmates.

Project Evaluation 

Students are required to pass four checkpoints in the process of completing their project. All checkpoints must be completed insequential order before going on to the next step.  The 
first checkpoint is the works cited page that must include correct citations and the correct number of primary and secondary sources.  The second checkpoint is for plagiarism of electronic 
paraphrasing and notetaking.  The third checkpoint is for adequate and appropriate content.  The final checkpoint is an overall verification to determine if all objectives have been completed. 
A rubric is utilized as a tool to evaluate the presentation.  Students must dress professionally and present for a designated amount of time.
