What is a secondary source??? 
  

1. A secondary source interprets and analyzes primary sources. 

2. Secondary sources are one step removed from the event.\

3. Provide information indirectly, through authors who have made 
 judgments about the quality of the primary and secondary 
 information they have used. 

4. Explain or comment on the primary source material. 


 

Examples of secondary sources: 

1. Dictionaries 

2. Encyclopedias 

3. Textbooks 

4. Books and articles that interpret or review research works. 

5. Any document that has been edited
