Lesson One:  Who owns what?

Resources: Internet access, Worksheet

Objectives:  In this lesson, students will learn how to turn firsthand knowledge of common products into a useful way of choosing stocks for the Global Stock Game (GSG.)

Background: When people choose stocks, they usually want to buy the popular brand names.  However, if they look for companies such as Pizza Hut, Oreo Cookies, or Kleenex, they won’t be able to find them.  These products are not listed in the newspaper because they are not their own company and are, instead, part of a larger company, also known as the parent company.

Lesson 2:  Finding Stock Symbols

Resources: Internet access 
Objectives: In this lesson, using the Internet students will learn and practice finding stock symbols by company. Stock symbols are necessary to find company information such as stock charts, news, and financial data on the Internet.  More importantly, the Global Stock Game (GSG) accepts only stock symbols in order to trade.

Background: The stock symbol, a unique name assigned by stock exchanges worldwide, is used to identify a company’s stock. Students should not confuse the stock symbol with the abbreviated name usually found in the financial section of most newspapers.  

Instructions:  Take the Parent Companies from Lesson One and List them in the First Column.  Then find and write their Stock Symbol and in which Stock Market it is located in (NYSE, NASDAQ etc…)  I gave you an example below….
