Step One: Developing topic phase

1. Choose a topic.

2. Limit the topic by developing a deep question.  

Deep Questions: Questions that cannot be answered with a definitive answer.  The answer requires interpretation of information and will offer a perspective to the question.

3. Formulate at least three probing questions that would help you answer your deep question.

Probing Questions: Deep questions that help you answer your original deep question.

4. Complete the form: Outside-In/Inside-Out—Questioning Flow Chart

You may have excellent probing questions, but you may – after research – find better probing questions.  This form will guide you in making changes in your probing questions.  Keep it beside you during the researching and the note taking stages.
