Step 4: Research Paper

1. Erase your original sources, but make sure that you keep your source numbers.

2. Add a title; follow formatting for first-level headings.

3. Write an introduction that includes your thesis.

4. Write a secondary heading at the beginning of each perspective.

5. Read carefully the information you have under each perspective.  Cut and paste information until it is in a logical order.

Caution: Be sure to move source numbers with information.

6. Add transitions and the extra wording needed to produce a coherent, focused presentation.

7. Change source numbers to a correct internal documentation format.

8. Write a conclusion.  Make a page break after the conclusion.

9. Open your References document.  Make sure each entry is in correct bibliographical form.  Place in alphabetical order.  Delete source numbers, source types, and individual names.  Copy and paste after the page break you added in step 8.

10. Peer edit with your team members.

11. Print a hard copy of document and submit to teacher.

12. Prepare a five-minute oral presentation in which you answer your deep question and explore the probing questions you answered.
