Okay, so that was basically James' rendition of the accounts using his smiley code. For a more understandable version of the accounts, copy and paste the following link into an internet explorer window to open up an excel spreadsheet containing the data as at 22/05/2004:

To briefly explain what this file contains ... basically it has every transaction made by Student Life at Macquarie from 03/04/2003 - 22/05/2004. Transactions are split into receipts and payments (pretty self explanatory), and a running balance flows down the spreadsheet.

The most useful and accurate figures are those at the bottom of the file, because they are based on data from the bank accounts (as opposed to data from our accounts which over the years have come to contain a few errors). The closing balance (after you add deposits yet to be made and money in our float, and then subtract cheques that we owe) is $4743.11

We aim to get an updated version of the accounts spreadsheet posted on this discussion board on the first day of each month, so that everyone in the fundraising team is able to look at the specifics of the accounts and have a better idea of what is going on with the cash flows.
