Status of Time Adverbials in English





     Time adverbials are not always essential to the structure of the sentence, but they often affect the meaning. Consider the following sentences:


He has left.


He has just left.


      However, there are contexts where the deletion of the time adverbial does not affect meaning or structure, as in:


They are playing football now.


He walked for sometime. 


      In some contexts time adverbials are optional in the strong sense; thus if we have a sentence such as:


Do your children play on Sunday?  


And drop the adverbial “on Sunday”:


Do your children play?


We obtain another sentence in which no element is lacking. So we conclude that an adjunct is an optional element in clause structure which can be omitted without affecting the grammaticality of the clause.


     Time adverbials are sometimes obligatory in the sentence in the sense that their deletion makes the sentence anomalous. The underlined adverbials in the sentences below [a, b, c] are optional; whereas the ones in [d, e, f, g] are obligatory:  


I saw him yesterday.


The bells rang all day long.


My brother arrived home at six o’clock.


The food will last until you come back.


The war lasted for five years.


The journey from Madaba to Petra takes two hours.


It took her three hours to mend her bike.


In the examples above [d, e,], the verb “last” requires only a time adverbial as sole complementation. Notice the oddity of the following sentences:  


? The food will last.


? The war lasted.


? The journey from Madaba to Petra takes.


? It took her to mend her bike.


      


To conclude, time adverbials are generally optional in the sense that their deletion does not affect the grammaticality of the sentence. They are sometimes obligatory with certain verbs (e.g. last, take, … etc.) in the sense that their deletion makes the sentence anomalous.

Antonymy





The term antonymy refers to the oppositeness of meaning expressed by lexemes (words). In fact there is always a tendency to recall antonyms once we speak of synonyms. Consider the following examples:


        alive …… dead               narrow …… wide


        male …….female            open …….    shut


        over ……. under             sell …….      buy


        weak …… strong            wife ……     husband


   The above antonyms represent a number of word-classes: verbs, nouns, adjectives and prepositions. A careful examination will reveal three kinds of oppositeness of meaning represented by the pairs of antonyms mentioned above. We can group them into three sets:


1. Gradable antonyms: narrow-wide   ;  weak-strong


They are adjectives that do not refer to absolute qualities, but which maybe subject to comparison or qualification. We may say of a road that is “very narrow” or “very wide”; “ quite narrow” or “quite wide”; wider or narrower.


2. Complementary antonyms:


Complementary means that the denial of one member of the pair implies the assertion of the other.


[If not X implies Y] if someone is not dead; he is alive.


3. Converses or relational opposites:


The following example will explain this type: If the bathroom is over the hall, then the hall is under the bathroom. Similarly, if Mary receives chocolate from Bill, then Bill gives chocolate to Mary.


In fact it is always said that there can rarely be exact synonyms, but there is exact antonyms.

       The Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan (al-Mamlakah al-Urdunniyah al-Hashimiyah), an Arab state of Southwest Asia, is a young nation that occupies an ancient land associated with the civilizations of antiquity. It is bounded to the north by Syria, to the east by Iraq, to the southeast and south by Saudi Arabia, and to the west by Palestine. Jordan has 12 miles (19 kilometers) of coastline on the Gulf of Aqaba in the southwest, where al-Aqabah, its only port, is located. Jordan's capital and largest city is Amman.


The majority of the people are Arabic-speaking, and there are various dialects with local inflections and accents.       Dolphins have become a popular attraction at zoos in recent years. They are more interesting than lions and tigers because they are livelier and perform tricks, like circus animals. But although they are more willing to cooperate with the trainer than other mammals in captivity, they get bored if they are asked to do the same trick twice. This is one reason for believing that they are very intelligent.


    Dolphins are regarded as the friendliest creatures in the sea and stories of them helping drowning sailors have been common since Roman times. We now have more reliable evidence of their usefulness than sailors’ tales. In South Africa two dolphins have been trained to help swimmers in difficulties and drive sharks away from the beach.


    The more we learn about dolphins, the more we realize that they are better organized and their society is more complex than people previously imagined. They look after other dolphins when they are ill, core for pregnant mothers and protect the weakest in the community, as we do.

How do we breathe?


      Normal quiet breathing is carried out of the diaphragm. As it contracts, the diaphragm flattens out increasing the volume of the chest cavity. Air rushes into the lungs to fill this extra space. In quiet breathing, the diaphragm moves down only about 1.5-cm. but in deep breathing it may move as much as 7.5 cm.


Breathing works like a bellow, or water pump. We rely on the pressure of the air around us to push air through the airways and into the lungs as the volume of the chest cavity increase. When the diaphragm relaxes, it regains its former dome shape, and the lungs are squeezed slightly forcing the remaining air out again. We never completely empty our lungs. Even after breathing out as hard as possible, about 2.5 points of air remain in the lungs.

    According to the Qur’an, God created two apparently parallel species of creatures, man and jinn, however, the Qur’an says little, although it is implied that the jinn are endowed with reason and responsibility but are more prone to evil than man. In the story of man's creation, angels, who protested to God against the creation of man, who "would sow mischief on earth," lost in a competition of knowledge against Adam. The Qur’an, therefore, declares man to be the noblest of all creation, the created being who bore the trust (of responsibility) that the rest of the creation refused to accept.
