1) Read Chap. 2 verses 261-274. They describe sadaqa and its philosophy in great detail. After reflecting on these verses, answer the following questions:

a) In verse 264, why do you think some people are described as a “smooth rock”? Explain the relevance of the parable in the given context.

b) Identify four reasons that would cause one’s act of charity to be worthless. Provide verse references.

c) What do you think is the main reason why people don’t give in charity? Provide a verse reference as evidence.

d) Who do you think are the most deserving to receive charity? Provide a verse reference as evidence.

e) Can you find any evidence to prove that giving charity causes one’s sins to be forgiven?

f) If you wanted to give charity, what three things would you do to ensure your reward is maximized? Provide verse references as proofs.

2) If a disbeliever was to ask you the question that is asked in chap. 36 verse 47, what would you reply?

3) Ponder on Chap. 9: verses 75-79 and answer the following questions:

a) Can you provide a non-monetary example when people make similar promises but then fail to keep it?

b) Why would the situation described in verses 75-76 never occur to a true believer?

4) Look at Chap. 57: verse 10. 

a) Why do you think one group has been exalted over the other simply because they spent and fought before the victory of Islam? Clue: why do you think those who spend in charity before their death are superior to those who leave behind in charity after their death?

b) In response to the question in the initial part of the verse, think of at least 2 reasons why people do not give in the way of the Almighty. Also, see if the argument against these reasons is to be found in this very same verse.
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
