Synopsis of LIGHT IN THE DARK

This is a narrative based, plot driven novel. It begins with Shantha, an eleven year old girl, racing up a supposedly holy mountain with a foreign army in pursuit. A special child, Shantha, is there on a quest to find a sage to help her save her parents and her country from the invaders.

But things are not as she expects on the mountainside.  She starts to pass portents of evil, but finds sanctuary with the spirit of the greatest magician in that country’s history.

The spirit of the magician tells the girl stories about how he cleared the old and new kingdoms of demons and demon masters (magicians who could make monsters from their minds) over two hundred years before. In turn, the girl tells the spirit about her life and how she came to be sent from the old kingdom in search of the cave. 

So it is a book of three interweaving strands which climaxes when the sage does battle                with the Master of the Demon Masters and the girl conjures a demon to defeat the foreign armies.

There isn’t a better ending in children’s literature!
