· 1. What is a disqualification, name 2?

· One or more defects, deformities or blemishes which renders a rabbit ineligible for competition and registration.

· 2. What is a pedigree?

· A written record stating the date of birth & three generations of ancestors. It also may contain information such as color, weight, registration, winnings and so on.

· 3. Name two meat type rabbits.

· Californian, New Zealand, Champaign D’Argent, Crème D’ Argent.


· 4. Name a general fault for all breeds.

· Pinched, undercut, too narrow, too long, too fat, too thin…


· 5. What is gestation and how long is it?

· Gestation is the length of time between conception and birth. It usually lasts between 28 and 34 days.


· 6. What is a trio?

· Two does and a buck.

· 7. What is the smallest breed of rabbit?

· Netherland Dwarf.

· 8. Do all does have dewlaps?

· No, on smaller breeds it is a disqualification.


· 9. Name the four types of fur.

· Normal, Rex, Satin and Angora.


· 10. What is malocclusion?
· When the lower incisors overlap the upper incisors causing the rabbit to have an under bite. This prevents proper wearing down of the teeth. 


· 11. What is the normal body temperature of a rabbit?
· 102 degree.


· 12. What is the most common problem in feeding?

· Overfeeding.


· 13. Name 5 parts of your rabbit, excluding the head, ears, eyes, feet, and tail.

· 14. What is the purpose of a tattoo and where does it go?

· It’s used for identification and it goes in the left ear.

· 15. Name 1 of the 3 breeding methods used by breeders.

· In-breeding, line-breeding and out-crossing

· 16. What is Flyback?

· When you stroke the hair from rump to neck and the hair flies back into place.

· 17. What is weaning?

· When you remove the kits from the doe.


· 18. What is smut?

· A discoloration of the fur, usually found in Californians, or Californian marked rabbits.

· 19. What is palpating?

· 10 to 14 days after the doe has been bred, you examine her pelvis for the developing young in her uterus.

· 20. What does poly-estrus mean?

· Multiple heat cycles – a rabbit doesn’t have a regular heat cycle and can usually be bred 13 out of 16 days.
