Legalism had everything to do with stoicheia.  E.G.W. - legalism become another manifestation of paganism: man could be justified by his own works.

Jews specially were the men outside of Christ, man outside of Christ symbol​ized by the word Adam (Romans 5:12-19).

Anakaloetha - "getting lost in a sentence"

He associates the concept of Adam with sin.  Sin has no reason for arising.  Its an irrational, mysterious force.  Inclination of sin is transmitted genetically = man's sinful nature.

Sin is imputed on every human being.  When Adam sinned, it has become my sin - Adam's guilt is imputed on every person (Reformed theology).  Sin is generated by a fallen nature. - circle.

Does Paul teach that man can be saved outside the gospel? eg, Nature.  NO! Romans 2.

Who is man's enemies?

Man is his own enemy (echtros), but there are other elements involved, i.e. sin.

The reason for the different definitions of sin, is because it is very mysterious.

Sin manifests itself in different ways in different places and different times.

In Judaism boasting, ie. using law which was destined by God to lead man to God away from self.

Because of this, the law becomes man's greatest enemies.  (Sin is allied with wrath, death and flesh, which are the results of sin)

Paul personifies wrath, death and flesh.  It is as if the sins sit on thrones (in Romans) and they reign.

To Paul death is much more then decomposition of the body.  It is an alienation, cut off from the source, (eg. prodigal son dead but alive again when he returns)

Wrath of God is our enemy.  Wrath of God is God's holy indignation.  It has more to do with what He does then how He feels.  It is not something emotional.  God's personal reaction against sin.

Wrath of God has a future and a present.  Cleansing of the temple by Jesus is an act also of the cleansing of sanctuary in Daniel 8:14.

Greatest manifestation of God's wrath is on the cross, when he took our sins and died on the cross in our place.

Present wrath of God is when God withdraws Himself and gives you over to the consequences of sin.  Allows sin to run its cause, eg. AIDS, plagues, fires, etc.

People who were anointed were set aside for a particular mission, a special purpose.

The Messiah had a unique mission that no one could qualify for or accomplish.  The mission was twofold:



1)
die for man



2)
manifest the Heavenly Father through' that death

Jesus was not the Messiah from all eternity, it is something which he became.

ICor 15:28
The subordination of Christ to God is ontological (economical / func​tional subordination).  (This subordination of Christ to God, also is an indication that Christ was fully man. for all man are subordinate to God).

As mediator, Christ is subordinate to God the Father.  Although there is equality between them.  When Jesus was on earth, there was a functional subordination (so that things could work. Christ also had to be baptised although he did not need baptism, and he told John who was aware of this, "Let it be so for now" in order to make things functional).

Because of the incarnation, we will always have a dual capacity in which we must deal with Christ.  In one state he is equal, in another (media​tor) he is subordinate.

Christ did not loose his reincarnated state, but it stays with Him even after the incarnation.
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We have by faith entered into a sphere of God's reign.

Why didn't Paul talk so much about the earthy life of Jesus?
With the death and resurrection, salvation moved from the cross to the consequences of the cross and the meaning of salvation, death and resurrection of Christ.

2 Cor. 5:16
"Worldly" in original means "flesh".  Its not that Paul was not inter​ested in Jesus life on earth, but he says that we will not look at Jesus as one who is "fleshly" has a human form.

Phillipians 2
Jesus is the very nature of God ie. essence.  He did not consider equality with God something to be grasped ie. something to hold on.  Jesus let go for his mission on earth.  But he was still equal with God.

What He let go of was the independent exercise of divinity.  He (Jesus) exercised it now through' God the Father, Jesus used divinity.  Through' emptying He did not exercise divinity independently.  

He emptied himself not in the sense of subtraction, but in the sense of adding addition, taking on the from of a servant.  He did not part with His divine attributes, he choose not to exercise these divine attributes.

E.G.W. - He veiled divinity with humanity.  He gave up the glory and worship of angels.

As the incarnate Christ, he is unique, equal yet subordinate to God.


Work of Christ: Atonement
-Atonement = reconciliation

Romans: 5:10,11

-In Christ's Death, God himself endured and exhausted his won wrath against human sin.

-Hilasterion (Grk.) kapporeth (Heb.) = mercy seat.

1.Atonement means judgement (investigative judgment).


2.Reform concept; atonement took place the moment Jesus died.

-Not complementary atonement but the atonement on the cross. of Christ the exerts itself in cosmic dimensions ie. atonement where atonement on cross exerts itself.

-The event of the cross, although historical eclipses all time and eternity.  It is an event too great to be bound by time.

-Atonement at cross of Christ is an infinite divine act that transcends all time and space.

Atonement was completed on the cross.  On the cross Jesus was the priest mediating as well as the victim, the sacrifice that died.


a.Complete atonement


b.Full access to the Father


Hebrew 1:3 and Leviticus 16.

Atonement qualified Jesus to become king which first had to be com​pleted.

Romans 3:20-26
V.20
Righteous moral law / state that declares us acceptable to God

Righteousness that God requires, He himself acquires, he then bequeaths it to all who receives it and believes it.

v.21Righteousness is also God's redemptive work that enables one to stand before God's righteous.

v.24Universal availability of salvation.  All have sinned, through' Christ we have all been justified (although one needs to personally accept it)

Justification by works = you have retained the faith by which you have been justified

v.25fExplanation / elaboration of v.24: How the justification takes place ie. by paresis, forgiveness at the cross.

Justification takes place at the cross.  God justifies objectively.  This must be appropriated by faith, forgiveness of sin and mercy took place at the cross.

These verses tells us how Jesus saves us.  In these 2 verses the minor is the wrath of God and the major is redemption.

We are justified (act of judgement) for the sins of our life.  There​fore, past present and future sins are forgiven on condition that you retain the faith.

Atonement arise from God and spills over to the universe. 2 Cor 5:15, Gal. 2:20.

Propitiation and expiation (hilastirion)
Object against propitiation - appeasement of God's wrath against sinners.

Propitiation - Godward gospel of Christ, satisfaction of wrath of God, punishing part of atonement, exhausting of divine wrath of God against sin, sacrifice in blood - wiping clean (expiation)

Expiation - cleansing.

Propitiation - effect on God; expiation - effect on man

Romans 3:25,26
Propitiation is secondary ie. not emphasized but implied; emphasis is on expiation

Justification -right standing / relationship with God.  You have this right relationship because on the cross Jesus sat​isfied demands of law.  Through' him death, new use brought into right relationship with God.

This declares us just, ie. our status / standing, it does not make us just.

Christ justified us because of a need within Himself, a satisfaction of an inner demand of God.  When we are justified we appropriate atonement made at the cross.

God's wrath is an aspect of his love.  Forgiveness means to deal with sin.  Justification by faith rotted in justification of the cross, where Jesus died in our stead.

Justification is eschatological : justification belongs to judgement ie. an act of the lost judgement (being declared innocent).

Justification covers all your lives sins on condition that you retain the faith

Reconciliation = expiation - at the cross we were reconciled with Him.  Reconciliation becomes a subjective reality at conversion.

In Paul we find objectivity of reconciliation.  God = subject, man = object - man's reconciliation would be Godward, man recon. to God.  It does not say God had to be recon. with man.

Recon. is an objective act of God.

Rom. 5:10, objective, recon. while we were yet sinner / enemies.  Death of Christ brought gift of recon. that we receive by His grace.  Message to be proclaimed to which we must respond.

God himself did the reconciliation.   Man's recon. with man.

thanatos - wall in temple in Jerusalem, only Jewish born will enter.

Eph. 2:14-16
Wall of sin.  Wall = separation between Jews and Gentiles because of sin as embodied in Judaism, therefore sin separates people.  Jesus had to die

John 7:49
Exclusivism, boasting, sin.

Rom 7:14-25
Paul's experience as a Christian to what a pharisee is with regard to the law.  Law is kept but there is no faith.

The perspective of a Christian (ex-pharisee) of the true objective of pharisees.  Man is lost, therefore he needs faith - life.  He who is righteous through' faith will live.

anomia - against the law (nomia)

v.24'body of death' = state of captivity, slavery, lostness of mankind, of which fallen nature is a part.

25bKeeping outward law yet inside sinning.  One cannot though be a slave to Jesus and a slave to the law.

Quick resume of argument 25a lies the conclusion followed or extended by 8:1,2.  Paul does this to enforce solution followed by 8:1,2 ie. total commitment either in freedom or slavery.

Sprit of life is Jesus Christ who through the spirit brings life.  Backdrop: redemptive history - there was a time when man was lost and sin reigned in age of lostness, but now man is found in the new age through Jesus Christ.

v3Using law of self exaltation, hypocrisy.

Faith the only perfect obedience to God because it claims that which you can never produce ie. perfection.

Living by the spirit, under its control Gal 5:5:13-18, 2 Pet. 1:3,4.

Repentance: your nature is changed from evil to something pure.  It is never eradicated but it can be counteracted and changed.

As we associate more with Christ we share the same nature ie. we share in the divine nature by means of Holy Spirit (promise).

Human divine relationship, covenantal relationship between man and God.

Rom. 7: Flesh is the carnal state of man, ie. Man has law but does not have that which brings victory form sin, old age; lostness.

Rom. 6: Flesh is man's fallen nature, we still have it after conversion.  Warning found in Rom. 8:13; 6:14-17

Passage does not tell us what to do to make ourselves personally accept​able to God but what I must do to make God acceptable to others.  God is to be made acceptable and attractive through me to others.

What is the heart of man?
It is man's disposition.  What you truly are, the true self.

Romans 7:1-3 = illustration
Bound by law when in a right relationship to it.

Romans 7:4-7 = applications
Law does not die, we die through Christ.

Tension
Saved yet lost, saved corporately but lost individually.

v5Controlled by sinful nature = fatal relationship.

Law brings out the bad in the pharisee, used for self-exaltation

Two relationships of the law
Fateful relationship to law - instrument of self-exaltation, consolida​tion of lostness 

Faithful relationship to law


2 Cor. 3:6

"Letter" is keeping the so called external aspect of the law, at the expense of the principles of the law.  "letter" formalism of the Jews, Spirit gives life.

v14old covenant - written law, not written in the heart but only on stone = death.

'veil' - veil of unbelief.

Ephesians 2:14-16
v15law obedient:  law that brought hostility, not law per ce but law in Judaism, an instrument of self-exaltation - instrument of death

When Paul talks of hostile law he speaks about ie. when one is in a fatal relationship with it.

Rom. 3:31; I Cor. 7:19.  Paul has nothing against law per ce.  Wall of hostility that which separated them.

The wall between man and God ie. wrong fatal relationship with law instead of a relationship with god.  Wall can only be broken down among or between each other when our wall between ourselves and God has been broken down.  It took the cross to break it down

v15b"the new man" = the Christian church.  Rom 9:30 - 10:4

Rock:  right side on top (Matt. 21);  when it falls on you, you will be crushed (Dan.2) bottom, wrong side.

Law was used to obtain salvation / righteousness, Gentiles used law from faith

How does man become righteous?  Right relationship with God through' faith in Jesus Christ.  Christ is the means to end law as a way to obtain righteousness, to all believers.

Paul was not quoting O.T. in v5, but he was quoting the chair of Moses.  Faith forgiveness, confession - true route to righteousness.

Under the Law
"Yoke" = Jewish tradition.  Acts 15:10; Matt. 15:3-6, Mark 7:3-9.

The issue was not which food, but how to eat it ie. ceremonial cleaning hands

Judaism turning law into something objectionable.  Jews are primarily responsible for the rejection of the Sabbath by others.

How does law lead to Christ?  Legalism does not necessarily lead to despair (Phil 3:4-6)  Legalism however blinds one to Christ does not lead to Christ.  Gal. 2:19, 3:10-13

v19"through the law" = crucifixion, law in light of cross leads to Christ.  If you observe ceremonial law without faith its lesson is lost on you.  Because of my sin, the law killed Christ.

Old covenant = under law soteriological ie. looking at low as a saviour, low as an instrument of salvation - death.

Whole people of Israel were supposed to be the fulfilment of this verse.  Elijah was to prepare the way for peace and reconciliation

Israel had to prepare this way Isaiah (Is.40).  This is what the law was suppose to do, to lead people to Christ.


Ethics of the Kingdom
The ethics of the kingdom for now has a requirement: conversion and become children of the kingdom now partially and then fully.  It is not the basis of the acceptance into the kingdom.  Our ethics: love  righteousness etc. cannot be perfect, ethics of Jesus will always be absolute:  it is his will.  We attain this righteousness as we attain forgiveness ie. by faith.

Rom. 8:1

"Law of spirit of life" - Christ brought to me through the spirit ie. law of Christ.  Sprit is a representative of Christ.

1 Cor 9:21

"Law of Christ" - not really law of love but more under the reign / jurisdiction of Christ, citizen of the kingdom.

Principle of solidarity = union with Christ.

Eph. 2:6.  We are all in heaven in Jesus Christ.

Paul is not talking from his won opinion as Ladd suggests.  He is talking about direct revelation and those found in O.T.

Sanctify
-"to set aside", "to dedicate", "to anoint", for a particular work, ministry.

Sanctification is not moral growth.  Moral growth is a by product of Christian service, selfless Christian service.

1.Sanctification = imparted righteousness
(consequential) (fruit)

2.
Justification  = imputed righteousness
(forensic) (root)

Giving of yourself in selfless service to others, as you forget yourself in others, you get imparted righteousness, sanctification.

Paul quotes OT text and applies it to Yahweh.  New creation / thought in N.T. is that Christ is the Yahweh of the OT.

CHAPTER 1
Angels were told to worship Christ because although he is man he is still God.

CHAPTER 3
Moses compared to Jesus.  Moses was a servant in God's house.  Jesus was a son in God's house.  Moses was subordinate to Jesus

CHAPTER 4

Rest
Stop work permanently, do not return.

In context Paul encourages them to have rest in labour, rest from unbelief.

You enter into the rest by believing not stopping work, rest is primar​ily believing, spiritual rest, of soul.  For the Christian there remains a rest.

In what sense is Sabbath referred to?
In the sense that Sabbath shows a completed creation.  Sin has to a large degree reversed creation into Chaos.  Made creation undone, therefore, recreation is needed.

God not only restores what is lost but has new creation.

God completed creation (Sabbath) so when God recreates, Sabbath becomes the guarantee of completeness.

Just as Sabbath shows a completed creation, this same Sabbath guarantees spiritual completeness.

Primary reason for Sabbath, communion with God, for sinless human beings to have for eternity.

Sabbath
Guarantee of salvation.  Chp 4:3-5 - God will complete spiritual creation symbol of salvation.

Sabbath became a sign of the covenant (after the fall) and so a covenant it will remain till the second coming.  Sabbath is secondarily a prolepsis of Salvation.

CHAPTER 5
v7-10Fear = reverend submission, awe, reverential trust.  Perfect (in terms of Christ)

Spiritual maturity; fully qualified, fully effective for purpose, does not carry idea of imperfection / sinful, but it does not fulfil of the demand of the objective

v10Sacrifices are imperfect because they couldn't provide forgiveness, not wrong, but not effective for purpose of salvation ie. forgiveness.

CHAPTER 6 v13-20

v18
two things that cannot be changed, promise of God and oath of God.

v19f
Hope of entrance into sanctuary


Jesus our forerunner


Melchizedek

1.Hope lies in the promise in v14 to Abraham.  Christ is the ultimate blessing spoken of in v14.

God promises ultimately and swears ultimate​ly that Christ is the one who transcends everything.  Christ is the encapsulation of all the bless​ings.

All promises are driven by the promise of a messiah.  Hope is the ultimate fulfilment of the Abrahamic promise which is the hope that anchors us.  We are anchored firm and secure.

2.Inner sanctuary in Hebrews, the contrast is not two apartments but rather two sanctuaries v19a.  He entered into the heavenly sanctuary.  In reality there is a coalescence of the two apartments in the heavenly sanctuary (K. Strand)

Metaphor is taken from earthly sanctuary, he ascribes the heavenly sanctuary in term of the earthly sanctuary.  Jesus has reached the ultimate for us (as does the high priest)

The ultimate was then full access (ie. sanctuary type of yom kippur) into presence of God and this is the ultimate blessing.

By Jesus coming we then have access to the father through Him.  Veil on earth is a symbol of what is in heaven.  Full atonement was completed at the cross.

Full access = full atonement (Heb 9:24 - 26) - emphasis Christ entrance = yom kippur.  Logically the yearly precedes the daily (Heb 1:3)

First sacrificial death then ascension.  When Christ ascends, He intercedes for us in heaven (daily).  This daily is imbued with a) full and final sacrifice and b) full access to presence of the Father.

Daily is imbued with yom kippur

3.Forerunner is the priest.  He does on behalf of us what we cannot do.  He is just an ordinary person, ie. had no heronic genealogy.  The law  fell away. (6:18)

CHAPTER 8
God instituted a heavenly sanctuary and uses language of the earthly sanctuary (metaphorically) to explain it.

Old covenant failed because.
People responded with unbelief.

Inadequate reality and inadequate response

Different in New covenant
Fulfilment, present reality of forgiveness.


Old covenant becomes a scaffolding / aid into faith.

CHAPTER 12
v18Theophany, divine revelation

18-26Who are the spirits of righteous men made perfect?

The righteous men who have died receive their life after faith commenda​tion for their faith and receive perfection at both the cross and second coming of Christ.

In essence these two events are one only in time are they two.

1 Pet. 3:18-19

Does not speak of death either of the dead.  Spirits in prison  = death has become a present.  God preached to them in Noah's days when they were alive but now they are dead spirits.
