-The law to them became the ultimate voice of God because they did not have prophets that could bring them the word of God

Change of Paul, justification by faith & not the law.

-Salvation not only for the Jews, but also for the Gentiles.

Bultmann sees the Paul's event to Damascus as a myth to explain Paul's self-discovery.

Paul experenced a radical revision of eschatology.
-Eschaton was not in the futhre it is everytime that Christ comes.  The events of the end of the the Age is apocalyptic eschatology

-People expected the Messiah at end of age, but he appeard in the midst of the age.

-This was accompanied by the Holy Spirit and the resurrec​tion, which is the fulfilment of the coming of the Messiah

-Christ is the fulfilment of th promise and is the promise

-There is an overlapping of the age.

-Christ then bring of the future into the present, but not all of the future is brought into the present.

-Paul's central message not righteousness by faith, but the beginning of the Messianic age.

Letters of Thesselonians
This letter is concerned with the second coming.

-People were worried that if they die before the second coming they are lost.  You have to live till the second coming.

-Others were of the idea that they don't have to be productive & just wait for the second coming.

-Others said, if Christ is coming, you have to do whatever you can befroe then.  Therefore immorality abounded.
