e) There was a period of discussion before Christians came to an agreement about what books should be in the New Testament. In what century was the first list written that matches precisely the books of our current New Testament?
4. Church History

a) When was Christianity legalised in the Roman Empire, and by whom?

b) What is the “Vulgate”, who wrote it, and in what century?

c) Martin Luther wrote “The ___ Theses”. What is the missing number?

d) What disciple of John the Apostle was famously martyred at the age of 86?
e) There have been 3 major splits (“schisms”) in the Christian Church that occurred at roughly 500 year intervals. Match the names to their dates:
