Holy Spirit

1:33 Jesus baptises with the Spirit.

7:37-39 The Spirit shall cause rivers of living water to flow from the believer’s heart.

14:16-17 The Spirit is truth and lives in those who know truth.

14:26 “The Holy Spirit will teach you everything and remind you of all that I have said”

15:26 The Spirit will prove the world is wrong about sin, righteousness and judgement (I don’t understand this verse)

16:13 The Spirit will guide into truth.

Miscellaneous

1:3-5 God is light and life. “In him was life”.

1:9 He “enlightens everyone”.

1:12 To those who received him, who believed on his name he gave the power to become children of God. [he didn’t necessarily not give that power to others also]

1:14 He is “full of grace and truth”.

1:16 “From his fullness we have all received, grace upon grace”

1:29, 35 Jesus is “the lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world”.

4:25 True worshippers of God worship “in spirit and truth”.

5:14 Do not sin in case something worse happens. [Doesn’t mean sin was cause of sickness, only that it would cause something worse.]

5:22 The Father judges no one and gives judgement to the Son.

5:26 The Father and Son are life.

5:38-39, 42 You think to find eternal life in Scripture, but you don’t have the love of God in you because you ignore the message I (Jesus) preach.

6:16-21 A probable allegory. Without Jesus the disciples struggle in the darkness of the storm. As soon as they want to take him into the boat, they arrive where they are going.

6:28-29 What must they do to perform the works of God? Believe in Jesus.

6:35, 48, 51 “I am the bread of life”.

6:57 Jesus lives because of the Father.

6:68 Jesus has “the words of eternal life”

7:17 Those who seek the will of God can discern truth.

7:38 Jesus quotes a non-existent Scripture.

8:12 Jesus is the light of the world. Who follows him will not walk in darkness but have the light of life.

8:15-16 Jesus does not judge. But if he did he and the Father would judge and it would be valid.

8:21, 23-24 Jesus says they will die in sin unless they believe that he is from above.

8:31-36 Every sinner is a slave to sin, but the Son will set them free with truth.

8:44 The devil is a liar and a murderer because that is his nature.

8:51 “Whoever keeps my word [no idea what he means!] will never see death.” [very gnostic sounding]

9:1-3 A man was born blind in order that God’s works might be revealed in him.

9:5 Jesus is the “light of the world”.

9:31 God does not listen to sinners, but listens to the one who obeys his will. [this appears in the mouth of a healed person speaking to the Pharisees]

9:39 Jesus came into the world for “judgement” [ie Jesus’ presence in the world shows the truth by how people respond]

9:39-41 Sinners must know better for it to be sin.

10:10 Jesus came so that people may have abundant life.

10:27-28 Jesus will give eternal life to his followers.

10:34-35 Jesus quotes Ps 82:6 calling mankind “gods” and that “the scripture cannot be annulled”.

10:32, 38 By Jesus’ good works it can be known that he is in union with the Father.

12:25 Those who love their life will lose it and those who hate life will have it for eternity. [Does this mean that those who hate their lives will hate themselves for eternity or that hating life is good?]

12:26 Wherever I am there my servant is also.

12:35-36 Jesus is light, “believe in the light” while he is here “so that you may become children of light.”

12:44 The One who believes, believes not in Jesus, but in the Father [cross reference with 1 John saying God is love?]

12:46 Jesus is light.

12:47-50 The commandment Jesus has given will serve as judge on the last day [cross ref 1 John for love one other? But not mentioned in John until later!]

13:20 Whoever “receives” a Christian worker “receives” God.

13:34-35 “Love one another” The new commandment. Everyone will know Christians are disciples [check word meaning in GK... does it mean “growing life the master”?] because of their love.

14:1-2 Jesus says “believe in me” meaning “trust me”

14:6 Jesus is the Way to the Father.

14:11-12 “Believe me” and “believe in me” seem synonymous.

14:15 If you love Jesus, keep his commandments.

14:21 Those who keep Jesus’ commandments are those who love him, and He will love them and reveal himself to them.

14:17 “Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you.”

15:1-8 Jesus is the Vine we abide in. Abide in me... you cannot bear fruit unless you do.

15:8 Bear much fruit and be my disciples.

15:9-10 Abide in my love by obeying my commandments.

15:17 The ultimate goal is “love one another”.

15:22-24 It is only in the presence of Jesus that sin is shown.

18:20 Jesus claims he always spoke openly and taught nothing in secret.

18:37 Jesus came into the world to testify to the truth.

Kingdom of God

3:3, 5 No one can enter the Kingdom of God without being born again from above.

18:36 “My kingdom is not from this world.”

Salvation

3:15-16 Whoever believes in him will have eternal life.

3:17 Jesus came to save the world, not condemn it.

3:18 Those that believe aren’t condemned, but those who don’t are already condemned because of it.

3:19 And this is the judgement, that the light has come into the world and people loved the darkness rather than the light because their deeds were evil.

3:20-21 The good people come to the light while the evil people flee from it.

3:36 Whoever believes in the son has eternal life whoever disobeys the son will not see life, but endure wrath.

5:24 Whoever hears Jesus’ word and believes his message has eternal life and does not come under judgement and has passed from death to life.

5:29 All will rise to the resurrection. Some to life (those who have done good) and others to condemnation (those who have done evil).

6:40 All who see the Son and believe in him will have eternal life.

6:47 Whoever believes the Son has eternal life.

6:54 “Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood, have eternal life.”

6:56-57 [salvation for all from death in union with Christ?]

11:25-26 Jesus is the resurrection and the life. Those who believe will live even though they die.

14:19-29 “Because I live, you also will live. On that day you will know that I am in my Father, and you in me, and I in you.”

15:6 Those who do not abide in Jesus are thrown into the fire

17:3 Eternal life is knowing god.

17:10 Jesus is glorified in his followers.

17:21-23, 26 Jesus asks the Father that His followers may be one in Them and partake Their glory.
