Luke
Mary

1:19 Mary pondered the words in her heart.

1:28, 30 Mary is a “favoured one” who has “found favour with God”.

1:38, 42-55 Mary obeys and calls herself “servant”.

2:51 Mary treasured these things in her heart.

8:19-21 Jesus apparently doesn’t go to his mother when asked. (But Luke has already told us that Mary knew of Jesus’ nature from the angel, so his point in including this passage must be for the teaching)

11:27-28 “Blessed is the womb that bore you…” “Blessed rather are those who hear the word of God and obey it”

24:10 Mary “mother of James” visits the tomb.

Kingdom of God

4:43 The Kingdom of God is related to Jesus’ teaching, healing and freeing from demons.

6:20 The poor’s is the Kingdom of God.

7:28 The least in the Kingdom of God is greater than John the Baptist.

9:2 Disciples sent to proclaim the Kingdom of God and to heal.

9:11 Jesus spoke about the Kingdom of God and healed people needing curing.

9:27 Some standing there will see the kingdom of God before they die.

9:60 Those outside the Kingdom of God are “dead”.

9:62 Anyone who looks back (ie is uncertain?) is unfit for the Kingdom of God.

10:9, 11 “cure the sick.. and say… ‘The Kingdom of God has come near to you’”.

10:20 The Kingdom of God has come if Jesus casts out demons by the finger of God.

12:31 Strive for God’s kingdom.

12:32 Its is God’s good will for us to receive the kingdom.

13:18-19 The Kingdom of God is like a mustard seed which grew into a tree giving rest and shelter.

13:20-21 The Kingdom of God is like yeast mixed into bread to leaven it all.

13:28-29 After the judgement the saints will feast in the Kingdom of God.

14:15-24 It is the disposed who are not absorbed in the world that will inherit the Kingdom of God.

17:20-21 When is the Kingdom of God coming? The Kingdom doesn’t come with things that can be seen. It is among (or within) you.
18:15-17 The Kingdom of God belongs to little children and whoever does not receive it like a little child won’t enter it.

18:25 It is very hard for the rich to inherit the Kingdom of God.

18:28-30 Put the Kingdom of God ahead of family and you’ll be blessed.

19:11 They wrongly supposed that the Kingdom of God would appear immediately.

21:31 The signs of the second coming are the signs that the Kingdom of God is near.

22:16 Jesus will not eat the Passover again until it is fulfilled in the Kingdom of God.

22:18 Jesus won’t drink wine again until the Kingdom of God comes.
22:28-30 The disciples may eat and drink in Jesus’ Kingdom and judge the 12 tribes of Israel. (Maybe “judge” like the Judges – ie lead and exercise authority over)

23:42-43 Man asks Jesus to remember him in the Kingdom and Jesus says he will be with him in paradise.

23:51 Joseph of Arimathea was waiting for the Kingdom of God.

Salvation

3:7-9, 10-14 John says: Bear good fruit, do good and share.
6:37-38 Don’t judge and you won’t be judged etc. (How can you not be judged unless there is no judgement? Even if God declares you innocent that’s still judgement and in the verse it is separate from condemnation)

7:36-50 A woman’s faith “saves” here, not because it saved here from judgement because Jesus liked it, but rather it saved her because it led her to change her life and seek Jesus’ forgiveness.

8:12 “Believe and be saved” However context suggests strongly that this means “believe Jesus’ words and therefore do what is necessary to be saved”. Vs 15 strongly suggests striving to mature.

8:50 “Believe [trust is Jesus] and she will be saved [a dead girl healed]”

10:25-28 “What must I do to inherit eternal life?” Love God and neighbour (He doesn’t say “believe in me”).

12:4-5 Fear God who has the power to cast the soul into Gehanna.

13:23-29 Will only a few be saved? Strive to enter through the narrow door. Many will try and fail. Once the door is hut all evildoers will be rejected and suffer while they see the saints feasting in the kingdom. (No belief)

14:14 You will be repaid for good deed at the resurrection of the righteous.

16:19-31 The Rich Man and Lazarus: A story of the afterlife. The rich man went to hell because he was wicked and didn’t help the poor. (No belief)

18:18-23 What must I do to inherit eternal life? Obey the commandment; Then sell possessions and follow Jesus.

18:28-30 If you put the Kingdom of God first you’ll receive eternal life.

18:42 “Your faith has saved you” meaning his trust in Jesus’ ability to heal him of blindness has resulted in him being healed.

19:1-10 “Salvation has come to this house” because a tax collector repents and turns to good.

19:11-27 Parable of talents ending in judgement and destruction of those who hated the king.

20:45-47 Scribes who oppress widows and say long prayers for appearance will receive “the greater condemnation”.

Holy Spirit

1:15 Spirit was with John the Baptist even before he was born.

1:35 Spirit was involved in Jesus’ birth

1:41 Elizabeth (via child?)

1:67 Zechariah (prophesises)

1:77-79 John will “give knowledge of salvation… by the forgiveness of their sins.”

2:25-27 The Spirit “rested on” Simeon and it had “revealed to him” the future and he was “In the Spirit”.
3:16 Jesus will baptise with/in the Holy Spirit and fire

3:22 Spirit descended on Jesus as a dove.

4:14 Jesus was “filled with the power of the spirit”

10:21 Jesus rejoiced in the Spirit

11:13 The Father will give the Spirit to those who ask him.

12:10 Whoever blasphemes the Spirit won’t be forgiven.

12:12 The Spirit will teach what to say.

24:49 The disciples will be “clothed with power from on high” at Pentecost.

Miscellaneous

2:35 Jesus reveals the thoughts of the hearts of many.

3:3 John proclaimed a “baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins”.

4:18-19 Jesus’ mission statement

4:25-27 God is selective about who he heals.

5:17-26 Jesus heals a paralyzed man to prove he has authority to forgive sin.

5:32 Jesus came to call sinners not the righteous. 

6:32-36 God is loving and good to all.

6:43-45 Good trees bear good fruit etc.

6:45-49 The one who says “Lord, Lord” without acting on them will be ruined.

7:11-17 Jesus heals someone from death.

7:28 No one is greater than John the Baptist.

7:29-30 Baptism

7:36-50 Jesus forgives a woman her sins and says that those forgiven more, love more.

8:15 A good verse to support EO “judgement” by truth.

8:17 “Nothing is hidden that will not be disclosed.”

8:40-56 Jesus raises a dead girl.

9:23 To be Jesus’ follower you have to deny yourself and take up your cross.

9:24-28 Those who try to save life will lose it, those who lose for Christ will save it. What does it profit to gain the world but lose themselves?

9:26 Jesus will be ashamed of those ashamed of Jesus and his words.

10:38-42 Many useless things distract us, but Christ is the only important thing.

11:33-36 Light in you is darkness? If light, healthy; if darkness, not!

11:39-44 The “inside” (soul) needs to be clean rather than the body.

12:8-9 Whoever denies of acknowledges Jesus, the same will happen to them before all.

12:21, 33-34 Store up treasure in heaven.

15:11-24 Prodigal son. Father “filled with compassion” runs to meet him “while he was still far off”.

18:1-7 Parable of unjust judge. Keep praying? Or maybe that you don’t need to?

18:9-14 A repentant sinner is “justified”.

20:34-36 Those “considered worthy” of a place in the future age don’t marry.

24:47 “repentance and forgiveness of sins is to be proclaimed in his name to all nations”

4:18 “To preach Good News to the poor”

4:43 “The Good News of the Kingdom of God”

7:22 “The poor have Good News brought to them”

8:1 Jesus proclaimed and brought the Good News to cities.

8:10 The disciples were allowed to know the secrets of the Kingdom of God, but others get parables.

9:6 The disciples brought the good news and cured diseases.

16:16-17 The Good News of the Kingdom of God proclaimed by John meant Law and Prophets were at an end.
